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Abstract

Almost a decade now, Greece is characterized by intensive migration flows and crises due to its
proximity to the African and Asian peninsula where wars, political instability, religious absolutism is
an ongoing reality, the country’s accessibility by land and sea and also being the most Southern
entry to Europe. Persons fleeing their countries suffer from multileveled persecution and
exploitation, contextualized in this study as intersectional migration-discrimination-vulnerability, yet
for some this reality is the most dire while they are unrepresented by official laws. Implementing
qualitative research based on thorough examination of previous bibliography and legal decisions
linked to this underrepresented group, i.e. LGBTQIA+, and on interviews with professionals
associating with the latter, this study attempts to measure the facticity of legal planning towards
these people within the context of asylum in Greece, and especially during 2020-2023,through
experience and to assess the level of protection offered to them based on the generated data. A
closer look to previous research affirms part of this study’s findings, yet reveals also a number of
gaps and shortcomings regarding asylum applicants of SOGIESC in Greece. According to the results of
this study, international and EU decisions on LGBTQIA+ rights in the context of asylum broadly
disregard SOGIESC as a reason for persecution, and by extension fail to include it to the parameters
consisting the status of refugee. Although results appear consistent with prior research, affirming the
further persecution of persons on accounts of SOGIESC in Greece, simultaneously they relatively
appear inconsistent with the background of the legal framework present in the country, which is
advertised as consistent, efficient and committed to international and EU legal decisions. The data
analysis confirmed that there are many problems in legal, procedural and social levels regarding
asylum of LGBTQIA+ and many from the sample accorded it to the neoliberal political system, others
to insufficient legal framing and some to the mentality of Greek society, highlighting that mainly
protection and decent asylum procedures are offered by NGOs. This study, finally, reaches to an
understanding that asylum applicants of SOGIESC are not covered by laws in Greece, providing
critical insights on the field, though it cannot be considered conclusive as research on the field is not
extensive and more parameters deserve an examination.

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1. Introduction

This thesis articulates, monitors and assesses the mechanisms of international protection of
LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers according to the policies that determine who qualifies for it and the type
of protection offered to this community during the asylum process in Greece. LGBTQIA+ asylum
seekers are individuals that do not abide by the heteronormative sex classification and seek
international protection due to various accounts of persecution against their sexual orientation and
sexual identity among others. The study follows a list of interviews addressed to professionals of
asylum (i.e. caseworkers, lawyers, social workers) who have been working with LGBTQIA+ asylum
seekers for at least the last 2 years in Greece. The following sections articulate the context of the
study at issue, which is endorsed by the motivation for the study, its aim and rationale. At the same
time, they clarify important terminology used throughout this research reasoning, approach and
debriefing.

Migration is complex and complex is the etiology surrounding the stimulus behind each migratory
case. Whether there are economic and land interests, power relations, westernization, normalization,
secularization or victimization of people, human rights infringement remains a sad reality, a result
crowned as one of the greatest crises of an ostensibly progressive, mentally mature and cultivated
world. Complex also, remains the notion of “refugee crisis”, while it is acknowledged as global yet
polymorphic, and the how and to what extent human rights are encroached, which as a result
address a “global polycrisis” (ICMPD,2023, p. 1). Europe in particular, the most recent years identifies
through a poly-schematic shake-up where there is a veiled yet immediate threat against humanity
relating to the rights of LGBTQIA+ persons, and particularly asylum seekers, as follows from the
present research. According to the study’s findings, legal and administrative practices linked to
international protection of this group, bear imminent threats lying in the abuse of their human
dignity and freedom linked to their sexual preferences. The main focus of this inquiry as it seems that
Europe and the West might come as progressive on LGBTQIA+ rights’ although specific numbers and
practices towards LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers remain improvised, submarginal and as a result asylum
applications and experiences of this group remain an unexplored field.

In the case of LGBTQIA+ asylum seeking persons that this research focuses on, we ought to approach
one more parameter, other than their varied sexual orientation and expression, that addresses this
group and extensively concerns the research at issue. LGBTQIA+ persons globally fall under a
segregated and often stigmatized identity due to the constructed supremacy of the white, middle-
class, cisgender male paradigm. Addressing and contextualizing this segregation and stigmatization in
migration, it is evident that LGBTQIA+ refugees and particularly asylum seekers suffer from a
consistent mental and physical siege on accounts of their SOGIESC, race and cultural backgrounds
that goes beyond. SOGIESC is not a category clearly addressed by the Convention as an account of
persecution, but the latter is reasoned as persecution due to membership in a particular social
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group (Rainbow Refugees, 2022, pp.13-23). Hence, the parameter that we need to address here is
the category of the particular social group that these persons belong to, regardless if this
denomination is applied to all equally and rightfully. According to art.10(1) of the Qualification
Directive 2011/95/EU introduced by CEAS, groups that share the same characteristics that are
elemental to identity, attributes that cannot be denied, stripped from identity or are “distinct” (EASO,
2020,p. 8) in relation to the persons themselves and in relation to how they are seen by the country
of origin or reception society, lie in the particular social group category. Belonging to a particular
social group attests that the persons are to be recognised as vulnerable accounting for an
intersection of reasons that lead to such vulnerability. In addition, claiming membership in a
particular social group (MSPG) means that a group may experience sexual and/or domestic abuse,
genital mutilation, ableism or identify with any of the identities found in LGBTQIA+ or LGBTQQIP2SA
acronyms (Aleinikoff,2009), while they are perceived disaggregated as different by society. This last
parameter is enough for the Greek legislation, i.e. law 4939/22 to recognise MSPG towards
LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers that express varied cues of persecution due to their SOGIESC within their
countries’ of origin social reality and may experience it also within the Greek social context. UNHCR
on the other hand stresses that MSPG is not solid but ever-changing while it remains in interaction
with the society’s and legislations’ polymorphism (2012, pp. 3,4).This is undeniably the most
debatable ground for asylum for legal,administrative,international understanding (Marouf,2008, pp.
51-55; EASO,2020, p.7).

1.1. Migration and Transitivity of Persecution

According to IOM's report, between the interim of 2019-2020 the number of displaced people
worldwide exceeded approximately 280 million, at the same time increasing the international
remittances towards middle- and low-income countries, as emergency funding to deal with the crisis
(2022, pp.3-12). Although, the number of people fleeing their country of origin severely decreased
the next year, down to 26.6 million worldwide (UNHCR, 2021 a, as cited in Shaw & Verghese,2022,
pp. 1-5) mainly due to Covid-19 and the relating mobility restrictions of the pandemic, still 82 million
people were displaced. In 2022 there was a significant increase in asylum applications, approximately
up to 40% only in Europe (see Appendix A, part |,image i), while the density of border crossing either
by sea or land marked a sevenfold increase the same year (ICMPD, 2023,pp.1-3). The interim 2021-
2022, migration trends differed from the previous years in numbers yet in cultural classifications
remained the same, with the highest groups arriving from the East (EUAA,2023). Entering 2023, they
continued to be victimized, persecuted and ill-treated. There is a plethora of official decisions in the
global arena, especially derived from the European court of human rights (EcHR), where people were
criminalized and threatened to be pushbacked illegally?, they were deprived of elemental goods (i.e.
medical care) and suffered sanitary exclusion and isolation while ailing with hepatitis?, were denied
international protection while belonging to a vulnerable group (i.e. pregnant woman)?, which greatly
confirms the above statement and deviates from the Universal declaration of Human rights in 1948
and the Convention of 1951 determining and establishing the refugees’ status and decreeing

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international protection against persecution in accounts of political, religious,sex ,identity, race
descriptors, against illegal deportation and penalization (UNHCR,n.d.;Coen,2019).

In addition, migration is not new to global understanding nor a phenomenon of predetermined
representations as it can be fueled by any level in undermining international laws and human rights,
especially when it comes to LGBTQIA+ asylum seeking persons. Nevertheless people repeatedly fail
to grasp the depth of the causes of the continuing mobility cases and breach of human rights
worldwide as they continue to, although inadvertently but at the same time vigorously, ignore
human suffering. Or simply due to being figuratively detained by religious,political bias and
constructed doctrines. Thus, the contemporaneity of entrenched migration of the modern era and
violations of human rights is with no doubt solid, for migration is continuous, although one can
discuss the temporality of each migratory case, its routes and roots, results, backwash and impact to
the world (Collins,2017). For instance, the causes that triggered the large flow of Middle-Eastern
people from 2015 onwards was the already raging Syrian civil material war, and in more recent years
the great wave of Afghans fleeing to EU was a political and religious war following the withdrawal of
U.S. troops in Afghanistan and the authoritarian regime imposed from the new Talibans (Yousaf &
Jabarkhail, 2021,p.3). It was again a war that fueled the migratory Ukrainian flow to seek refuge in
Europe, although the background context, the backwash and levels of people’s victimization might
differ a lot. In fact, Ukrainians being the most recent migratory group, who by the end of February of
2022 were approximately 8 million people fleeing to Europe (ICMPD,2023), prove that their after-
war experiences during the asylum process in Europe were not met without hardships, delays, and
half-meters relating to their protection, housing, medical care, etc., (Becker,2022, pp.5-10;
UNHCR,2022,p.56). Specifically for the Ukrainian case, a pre-war inauspicious situation that
characterized it, while almost all institutions seemed to fall apart (Ludvigsson & Loboda, 2022,
p.1341-1343; World Health Organization,2022,pp. 21-25), along with pseudo-meters like temporary
protection in the European arena (European Commission, n.d.; Fragomen,2022) augmented persons’
persecution, physical or mental in Europe attesting to the deficiency of international protection
policies. Despite this situation, European countries responded more effectively on the one hand
being relatively prepared, on the other seeing Ukrainians as a brother in need (Kuznetsova,2020,
pp.1-4,21; Risu,2022) compared to Middle-Easterners cases. The fraternal feeling adopted by all
European countries, including Greece, does not significantly lie to the fact that Ukraine is a
coreligionist nation to many of these countries, while in some Balkanian nations, for example, there
is a dichotomy between Christianity and Islam, but mainly because Ukrainians belong to the white-
race, while Middle-Eastern refugees do not. Roughly 4.9 million of them are registered under
temporary protection in the nation-states they fled, which is determined to be valid until March of
2024, to deal with their integration and assimilation with efficacy (ICMPD,2023). In general,
downsizing and summarizing all the data above, around 130 million are women and slightly higher is
the number linked to male migrants (IOM,2022,p.3). Regarding their status, 26 million are identified
as refugees while almost 1.4 million as asylum seekers (ibid.).

The aforementioned cases bear zero resemblance relating to the victim or the causes of their
persecution as human rights and international protection seems submarginal towards any individual.
The qualifications and directives towards obligations and necessities for international protection are
determined by art. 2 (a) QD 2011/95/EU, which addresses all kinds of vulnerability other than the
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risk of persecution. Though vulnerable groups being the great focus of this directive, namely asylum
seekers of the LGBTQIA+ community, individuals with sexual orientation drifting from
heteronormative gender representations or identifications (i.e. SOGI), the QD (recast 2011) seems to
partially protect these groups as it demands attested fear of persecution or proven harm to be
eligible for international protection (EASO,2016) although it does not address persecution due to
diverse SOGI except in a few cases. Thus, any LGBTQIA+ asylum seeker that might apply for
international protection on accounts of violence in their country of origin due to their same sex
romantic or sexual attraction, where being LGBTQIA+ is criminalized and even punished with death
penalty, or is illegal (Hartvigsen,2019, p.3-4; Nematy et al., 2022,p.636) is treated equally before the
law as are non-SOGI asylum seekers. Though, here lies the problematic, while Greek law 4939/2022
provides the definition of vulnerable for UAM, pregnant women, the elderly, persons with a disability
and victims of trafficking, persons with health issues, victims of genital mutilation or of sexual
violence. Yet LGBTQIA+ as an identity liable to persecution is not explicitly addressed. According to
the European Database of Asylum Law (EDAL) violations of the rights and international protection of
people belonging to special social groups, i.e. case Greece - Piraeus Administrative Court of Appeal,
Decision A401/2019 # and case Belgium — X. v. Commissioner General for Refugees and Stateless
Persons, No. 220.190°, add more denominators in susceptibility and/or intersectional vulnerability.
The above reports, that can be similar or equally found in any European country, whether relating to
the asylum process, living conditions, socialization of persons, directly violate collectively and
simultaneously what is described in article 17 of the European Council of Human Rights (ECHR),
continuously abusing human rights at any level.

1.2. How does SOGI, ISV,ISD, ISM articulate (in) Greece?

We step into the above comparisons to bring light in a plus one actor of the notion of intersectional
vulnerability, indicated above, from now on referred as ISV, as it will occupy a lot of this research in
monitoring also the multileveled backwash that deficient international protection might cause to
various groups. This, also, adds up direct illustrations, that temporality of each migration case
separately, might exist equally for all while one case succeeds another, but the risk-bearing factors
for one's persecution on no account subject to contemporaneity, as European and global mentality
remains attached to constructed beliefs of the past that instantaneously victimize otherness under
the same systemic accounts. This situation contests every molecule of vulnerable refugee groups and
especially for some groups whose vulnerability relates to their sexual preferences, expression or
mannerism and asylum seekers as mentioned, and victimizes them collectively. The persons that
belong to the former group use and identify themselves with one of the terms within the
international acronym LGBTQIA+. Thus, if persons that bear characteristics that fall under an
accepted identity for the Western world or at least for a part of an aggressively systemic society,
namely being white, cis-gender, citizens of a seemingly fraternal nation, etc., all that receive is

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anything but proper and lawful international protection, what happens with people identifying as
LGBTQIA+ and especially newly arrived persons fleeing persecution in Europe, and particularly in
Greece?

Greece, has had a popularity linked to accessibility and timelessness for different and large migration
flows since the ‘90s, although we can stress of the temporal character of each migratory mobility
while among reasons of migration to Greece are to be found in economy, labor market, family
reunification, asylum seeking, etc., (Sakellariou,2017, pp. 9-18). Greece mainly serves as a transit
point for the majority of the migration body, yet since 2015 on, the numbers of people arriving in the
country, either by land or by sea, is extremely high resulting also to many asylum seeking
applications (Avgeri,2021,pp. 127-128), from people with different identities and backgrounds who
fled war or persecution of any kind. In particular, approximately 9 thousand people arrived in Greece
increasing the asylum applications up to 28 thousand according the GRC data (2022).
Compartmentalizing this number to cultural classifications people were mainly from the Middle East
while classifications over gender showed that the majority were men made according to
heteronormative classifications (ibid.). Unfortunately, so far gender classifications in official data
refer to the gender binary and fail to capture the patterns or data of migration of gender
nonconforming newcomers (Avgeri,2021,pp.130-131). Still, migration is an active phenomenon in
Greece following the most recent data of the Ukrainian migration flow (ODP,2023), resulting in many
more asylum applications and people on the run, which unfortunately leaves LGBTQIA+ refugees
short represented. Although, the datafication and monitoring of the arrivals, protection, legal
planning and experiences of persons with ISV, namely persons of diverse SOGI, is poorly covered by
research there are several reports for the violation of rights and international protection early from
the first stages of the asylum process (AIDA,2021, pp.29-30; Human Rights 360, 2022; Belanteri, et al.,
2020, pp. 2-3) or by monitoring the experiences of LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers in Greece (Zisakou, 2021,
pp. 4-6; Lynes, 2021, pp.9-15; Avgeri,2021,128-130). The asylum process for LGBTQIA+ persons in
Greece is also, rather difficult, relating to the procedures where persons have to re-experience
trauma or feel threatened once more to express freely, to the living conditions these people
experience as well as to their social accountability as equal (Human Rights 360,2022).

1.3. Motivation

While we can surely speak with relevant accuracy about the above categorizations, the number of
refugees and asylum seekers who identify using one or more identifications from the umbrella term
LGBTQIA+ is yet unknown and their experiences young-explored in research. It is rather clear that a
common practice of systematically ignoring people or gaslighting certain situations against certain
people, leaves lesbian, gay, bisexual,transgender,queer, intersex, asexual refugees and migrants
unrepresented. Human rights violations relating to LGBTQIA+ migrants bear the inherent risks of
insult to human dignity and freedom that downgrade migrants’ right to equal treatment and
opportunities, stigmatizing their economical,educational,cultural,sexual, etc., backgrounds. These
violations often target vulnerable refugee and asylum seekers groups greatly and add up to their
hardship intertwining their past, present and future experiences under an intersectional descriptor
linked to the reasons for their persecution. Hate crimes, violence, armed conflicts, waging wars of
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ideas, established and deep brutalism, persecution and mutilation of genitalia ,to name just a few,
are still humanity’s mannerism of “fixing” the diverse or anything that deviates from the standards of
a constructed generic type of the white-male, cisgender, middle-class standard.

Before shedding some light around the terminology that occupies this research we need to clarify
the established fluidity present, not only in terms of spatial denominators, migrational mannerism
and the identity of the living body of each migration case separately, but also highlight those
denominators which segregate people twice,triple,quadruple and so on, not failing to take into
account the intersection of risk-bearing factors of persecution. People are often victims of racism,
ageism, ableism, sexism, classism, discrimination of any kind that violate their dignity and freedom,
yet there are persons that might experience bilateral or multilateral degradation. The levels of the
downgrade that a person experiences while being a white,cis-gender, migrant male shorter than the
average and the trivialization a black, middle-aged, cis-gender, refugee woman may experience is
beyond compare, not to mention the lived experiences of people whose identities comprise from
several attributes, around which hovers a systemically constructed belief that are not normal. A
person identifying with any of the LGBTQIA+ suffers greater degradation than any other identity
while the primacy of heteronormativity, except white-supremacy, is well established, and for
example a transgender middle aged black woman suffers from 4 accounts of degradation, namely,
sexism, racism, ageism,classism and their persecution must be prosecuted in all 4 accounts equally.
Their susceptibility,also, has to be addressed based on all 4 accounts. The pronoun “they ,them,
their" shall be used, as gender neutral pronoun, throughout this research to refer to individuals that
fall under the LGBTQIA+ and asylum seeker category as to decentralize the research arguments from
systemic, biased and demeaning binary norms.

1.4. Terminology

At this point framing the term and articulating the meaning of every identity that lies under this
umbrella terminology is needed, while protection and rights cannot be measured without the
conception of bi-, tri-/ and or multileveled persecution they often suffer from. LGBTQIA+ is an
identity descriptor classifying persons who identify as distinct from the gender binary and not
necessarily abide by either the biological sexes’ exclusivity in nature (Lanza-Mariani, 2021) nor in
biology itself while chromosomal patterns may deviate from XX and XY binary denominators.

The category refers to persons that self-identify using the opposite and/or different sex identity than
the one assigned at birth, those who go under the queer identity describing those who do not clearly
identify as one of the LGBT acronym, namely, lesbian, gay, bisexual, trans, or identify under all
identities at the same time (Dellner,2022; Vitikainen,2020, p. 65). The | in the acronym refers to
people that were born with chromosomes that were not typical of the gender binary (Fausto-
Sterling,2010,p.7-10) which signifies that a biologically assigned male at birth may have genitalia that
appear closer to a female and vice versa, placing the person “in-between" of male and female sexes
(Sax, 2002, p. 174), or simply referred as intersex in the global agenda. Last but not least, the letter A
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largely refers to people that do not feel and/or express any sexual attraction towards anyone, yet
that does not signify that they do not express certain gender mannerism. The pansexual identity and
the gender-fluid also lie under the umbrella term and are represented by the plus symbol in the
acronym (Dellner,2022). Throughout this paper, we focus on protection against persecution of any
kind of persons belonging to this group, thus we use the term “SOGI(E)” (Yarwood, et al., 2021, pp.1-
3; Vance et al.,2018, pp.223-226), to monitor the ill-treatment and violence they experience through
legal planning and administrative practices on accounts of diverse sexual orientation and gender
identity. We use this term for inclusivity, diversity and research sustainability not failing to include
every individual who lies under this category, i.e. individuals with diverse gender mannerism and
identity, those who identify as different from the sex assigned at birth or act in contrast to their
assigned sex through clothing, make up, behavior, which in fact replies to the person’s social sex or
gender (Napaoidn, k.a., 2022) and those with varied sexual preferences or characteristics whose
vulnerability risks to be ignored (Godzisz & Viggiani, 2018, pp.26-28). We underline this term and it
is closely intertwined and interexchanged with LGBTQIA+ acronym throughout this research, not only
to include every identity that lies beyond the gender binary and beyond the plus symbol, but also
highlight the levels of persecution persons are subjected to due to their varied SOGI.

Another important term that governs this research is intersectional vulnerability (ISV), intersectional
migration (ISM) and Intersectional Discrimination (ISD), as powerful tools in approaching and
reviewing the aspects of international protection within the Greek context. The terms arise from an
endeavor of cross-fertilization of migration and accounts of persecution of persons that still hold true
today. The common word that binds these terms is intersectionality and belongs to the gender
studies research field (Kelly et al., 2021, pp.2-3; Bose,2012, pp.67-68; Keuchenius & Miigge,2021,
pp.61-362). A term coined by black-feminist scholar Kimberlé Crenshaw in 1989, is a breakthrough in
gender and feminist studies describing the various levels, roots and routes of discrimination a person
suffers from, where gender, race, age and other identities interact to create a multidimensional
harassment and violation of human dignity (Crenshaw,1991, pp.1245-1251; Scottish
Government,2022). The term also establishes a new agenda in discrimination while it touches upon
the “macro-level forms of oppression and privilege” (Kelly et al., 2021,p.1) and the relevant context
that affects them. The mentality of contextualizing migration and persecution under the notion of
intersection serves this research well, while it attempts to withdraw the attention from heterosexual
refugees and asylum seekers and also dig into the asylum experiences and protection of black or
brown LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers who are victims of caste stigmatization, especially trans asylum
seekers (Coaston,2019; Shaw,2021, pp.18-19). In this research we also insist on addressing people
fleeing the African continent using either their national identity or their skin color, and avoid using
the term person of color (POC), to battle the hidden pathogeny that the term carries, as it feels like
assigning people a more acceptable name, namely POC, and seeing black as a bad word while it
being identity (Adams,2018; Code Switch, 2020; Vehr Communications, 2020). Intersectionality is
also articulated in correlation to migration, legal planning and asylum experiences to highlight the
intersections and inequities or critical deficiencies, almost felonious, in health provisions (Shannon,
et al., 2022, pp.3-5) offered to LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers in Greece that derive directly from the
country’s domestic policy towards international protection of asylum seekers that belong to a
particular social group.
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Contextualizing ISV, ISM and ISD into identity, this study addresses a major detail relating to
individuals’ susceptibility. According to the Asylum Procedures Directive 2013/33/EU national
legislations shall apply elemental focus on the asylum seekers special needs which are linked to
already vulnerable people that are not recognized as vulnerable though. While vulnerability is
addressed by art. 21 to describe among others victims of human trafficking, sexual exploitation, rape,
torture, etc., special needs should not get mixed up with this while they describe identity
characteristics like SOGI identity, skin-color, etc., that might exist within the vulnerable identity and
need to be taken into account separately from vulnerability accounts. There has been significant
ambiguity between the two terms while legal directives seem to set and undo the needed
disaffiliation in between. Greek legislation in particular, holds this elusiveness true, while art. 39 of
law 4636/2019 and art. 14 of law 4375/2016, define vulnerable persons following different patterns
that are both active and create a paradox. In addition, law 4636/2019 (63) addresses vulnerable
people as ones who shall enjoy special administrative guarantees in asylum, where gender identity is
also addressed in art. 67 (1) of the same law, yet this is restricted to practices upon arrival and in
fact excludes people with special needs under the probability of their susceptibility. Assessing the
vulnerability and special needs as different is also a flaw in more recent laws, namely 4939/2022
(art.62), where special attributes like gender are not separated by vulnerability and thus, SOGI-
asylum seekers benefit from CEAS regulations addressed to non-SOGI applicants (FRA,2017).

Finally yet importantly, as the violations towards international protection weighs upon asylum
seeking LGBTQIA+ persons, this section demands an effective approach of who lies under the status
of an asylum seeker. First of all, a migrant and a refugee are not identical terms, nor conceptually
exact opposites (Lind,2015). Hence, an asylum seeker too, is not conceptually identical or opposite
with the aforementioned, but contextually. According to IPA/art. 65 (1) any person whose status
proves that they are stateless or being citizens of a country other than the county of arrival are
entitled to seek and apply for asylum (AIDA,2021, pp.49-50; LawSpot,2019). Applying for asylum is
authoritatively necessary for a person fleeing persecution and has not yet been recognised as a
refugee under the directives and qualifications that arise from the Convention in 1951 determining
their status. Although, an asylum seeker is not as a matter of course, a refugee, while there are
various qualification directives applied in EU, national or international on who is eligible for the
refugee status and who is not, a refugee is first of all an asylum seeker as they flee persecution in
accounts of their race, religion, nationality, membership in a particular social group or political
opinion as set by the Convention (Habitat for Humanity, n.d.;UNHCR,n.d.). An asylum seeker is plainly
put, a pending refugee whose status is yet being reviewed by legal or other executive and
administrative offices during the Refugee Status Determination process (RSD), counting on and
applying international or domestic laws and directives (Cepla, 2019).

1.5. Aim and objectives

The lived reality of our times is shaken by unfathomable reform and change, whereas the mobility of
persons and groups is mundane now, yet charged with risk-bearing factors, overt or covert,
demonstrating a certainty of blunt threats against the human kind itself. If not a certainty, definitely
a high probability of peril for individuals that come at odds with any identity that does not fall under

the white, middle-class, cisgender male category. Inestimable hostility, objection and breach of
human rights come along with the neutralization and appropriation of democracy that lead often to
bad populism and invigoration of systemic constructions that deem any identity deviant of the
gender binary paradigm as pathogenesis.Asylum seeking LGBTQIA+ individuals in particular, of any
age, culture, political and religious backgrounds experience intersectional racism linked to their
status plus their gender self-identification, adding up to the hardships of forced migration. With that
being said, following the rationale that the ill-treatment of persons identifying themselves as
LGBTQIA+ is a determinant of a rotten and unprogressive society yet an actual menacing reality,
which mirrors an even more troubled situation for those on the run, it is urgent to address through a
neutral yet efficient process the quality and quantity of asylum processes and international
protection they are offered to this vulnerable group of refugees as well as induce advocacy for their
rights against the errant legal directives and practices that are applied currently in the Greek context,
according several reports and as results form art.3 of ECoHR against torture and ill-treatment.

Contextualizing all the above in the reality of migration, the scope of this research is to monitor,
catalog and itemize the experiences, legal and practical provisions present in the European arena
and especially Greece, towards the international protection of asylum seekers members of the
LGBTQIA+ community. This research approaches the issue by touching upon two denominators, that
of intersectional vulnerability (ISV) and Intersectional migration/protection (ISMP) to demystify the
legal and administrative directives and practices applied in the asylum process within the Greek
context during 2020-2023 and advocate in practice for effective reform. The research project
measures and attempts an in-depth analysis of the topic, by comparing the literature review at issue
and contrasting it with surveys acquired from sample data through interviews conducted in either
synchronous or asynchronous environments. Measuring the intoxicated breath of injustice and
condemning the indoctrinated legal planning in Greece is the main concern we aspire to unveil in this
thesis. Through the interviews and the following discourse analysis this research aims to approach
and provide more clear assumptions and data linked to the following questions:

Research Q1: Are International, EU and Greece’s laws efficient towards LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers
and refugees?

Research Q2: How do LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers experience asylum in Greece and to what extent
administrative practices, attitudes and living conditions breach their rights?

Research Q3: Does the social performance and legal planning of Greece apply to the democratic
ideal of equal protection under the law, for LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers and refugees?

As long as the interview data are life experiences of the participants, it is behooved to adopt
neutrality, coherence, confidentiality and the triptych of equality, inclusion and diversity while the
literature review of legal practices will be endorsed with personal narrations, i.e. interviews,
addressed to health professionals, lawyers, social and case workers, police officers and volunteers
working or broadly associating with the asylum monitoring process, NGOs or any other institution
engaging with LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers. For the purposes of the research results and impact in the
domestic and global understanding towards migration and LGBTQIA+ asylum seeking reality, the
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interview questions are open-ended, fact- and information based, to induce fertile data collection,
promote dialogue in pursuit of further fact-based information that may arise.

1.6. Structure of the Thesis

The thesis at issue is structured in five chapters. The first chapter, as introduced, provides the
conceptual and theoretical context of the study, as well as the motivation, the aims and objectives
that concern this thesis. Chapter number 2 aims to illustrate the background research relating to the
topic. Particularly, in chapter two there is the review of the international legal planning towards
international protection during asylum for LGBTQIA+ persons as well as Greece’s legal directives and
administrative practices applied currently towards this particular group. Also, other relevant notions
and concepts, including intersectionality and what it means to be an LGBTQIA+ on the run that
amplify the literature review. The following chapter presents the methodological approach, tools and
designs used within this thesis as well as the research worldview and implications.In this chapter also
the research questions are presented and discussed. Chapter five is dedicated to data analysis,
discusses and interprets them. In addition, correlates the fact-based data with the current situation
in Greece. Finally chapter five, presents the conclusive attestations of the author based on the
findings as well as incites further research on the topic.

2. Theoretical Background
2.1. The Legal Framework

2.1.1. International and EU legal texts for LGBTQIA+ rights and protection

In general, international and EU protection of refugees, irrespectively of their race, ethnicity, sexual
orientation, age, etc., is supported by the Universal Declaration of Human rights in 1948 (art. 2), the
Geneva Convention of 1951 and the consequent Protocol of 1967, that determine the status of
refugees and address their rights. The Convention does not function independently of other core
international human rights laws nor does it apply to the same levels in all Member States (MS). In
particular, the Convention may determine protection towards refugees but does not directly provide
the right to asylum while it is stipulated by the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union
in 2007 in article 18 setting the restrictions on who qualifies for refugee status and by extent
international protection and who will be registered as subsidiary protection beneficiary (Amnesty
International Uk,2021;). Also, article 14 of the Declaration of Human rights is part of the legal texts
that comprise International Refugee Law (IRL) and need to be taken into account cumulatively in
providing protection. Elemental principles of the aforementioned is the three-fold commitment of
non-penalization, non-discrimination and non-refoulement of people with a registered refugee
status, i.e. persons “owing to well- founded fear of being persecuted for reasons of race, religion,
nationality, membership of a particular social group or political opinion” (UNHCR, 1951, p. 3) as
described in Article 1(a)(2) articulating the term refugee. LGBTQIA+ persons are indirectly protected
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by the article while it refers to every individual experiencing discrimination or illegal pushbacks,
irrespectively of their migration status or conditions. This claim is strengthened by A/RES/73/195
(GCM) legal directive, which adopts a guiding principle on human rights that international protection
shall be offered effectively to all, taking into account the human factor and addressing full
vulnerability (OHCHR, n.d.) in the sense that also national practices remain sensitive, inclusive,
gender-responsive,etc. The signatory countries of the UDHR have the obligation to follow and fulfill
the provisions present in the aforementioned regulations and comply with further laws and
directives, i.e. 2013/32/EU and 2013/33/EU that determine a common policy on granting or denying
asylum and protection as well as the basic qualifications of eligibility, while at the same time apply
their own domestic laws. Liable for monitoring the regulations each member state apply across the
asylum procedure is the Court of Justice of the European Union (CJEU) that in cooperation with
European Court of Human Rights of the Council of Europe (ECoHR) set principles and officially
acknowledge any violation of human rights (UNHCR,2017,pp.33-35).The European Court addresses
all rights’ violations irrespectively of the resource they generated and the group they relate to
(Bisgaard Usuidiir, 2022).

Regarding LGBTQIA+ refugees and asylum seekers and addressing their rights, previous laws have
been rather insufficient and nuanced so far, until more recent years. International legal planning
towards LGBTQIA+ persons seeking asylum were formulated in 2006 in Indonesia by a group of
experts on international law of human rights. The product of their discussions and reviews of existing
legal provisions on LGBTQIA+ rights’ was the so called Yogyakarta Principles global guide, which
stipulated the states’ obligations towards persons with diverse SOGI and set the fundamental
principles on applying international human rights law contextualizing it under the SOGI identity. The
guide, other than addressing the rights to education, dignity, equality before law, etc., set specific
guidelines to national legal institutions, NGOs and other actors on human rights law concerning
SOGIESC. In more recent years, and under the threat of the secularism of the Arab Spring in 2011
(Susser,2012, pp.131-132), official legal bodies urged to rearrange their agendas and refine
safeguards towards violence and discrimination against LGBTQIA+. The Human Rights Council
introduced and established in 2011 resolution A/HRC/RES/17/19 to address human rights linked to
diverse SOGI classifications and crystallize the discriminatory and violent applied practices against
SOGI persons. A year later UNHCR published a bill of directives of international protection linked to
art. 1A (2) relating to the status of refugees contextualizing it in the case of LGBTQIA+ applicants
(2012). The guide, HCR/GIP/12/09 presents the reasons for persecution related to SOGI, ISD and
varied levels of harm LGBTQIA+ persons are often subjected to (ibid.). This bill was later endorsed by
the resolution 27/32 in 2014 that was introduced as an update to A/HRC/19/41, and resolution 32/2
in 2016, in providing elemental insights on efficient practices of reconciliation due to violence and
discrimination on SOGI accounts and assign a monitoring body of experts in assessing, rearranging
and redefining ISD and international laws towards SOGI, respectively. International legal agency on
SOGI rights continues to strengthen, and as of 2017 Yogyakarta principles are endorsed with an
additional bill of further directives addressed to states’ obligations and recommendations relating to
human rights laws towards persons with SOGIESC, the so-called Yogyakarta principles plus 10. The
bill presents plus 10 principles related to state protection, non-criminalization of same sex acts, the
enjoyment of rights within technology etc., vital elements in addressing human rights in the
digitalized and multi-diverse era. Closing the international legal agenda related to preserving persons
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with SOGIESC human rights, the General Assembly introduced a further resolution
(A/HRC/RES/41/18) in 2019 solidifying and enhancing the expert’s authority and agency as decided in
32/2, asking both the MS and OHCHR to assist the former in assessing and reporting all incidents of
violence and discrimination against persons of diverse SOGIESC.

The EU family on the other side, holds further laws that address LGBTQAI+ persons. As early as 1981,
LGBTQIA+ rights were nurtured with special focus to discrimination, following the Recommendation
924, held by the Assembly of the Council of Europe, covering and condemning various forms of
discrimination against this group, which resulted in direct violence and aggression. Although being an
international tool, the Assembly sets some foundational provisions against the segregation og
LGBTQIA+ persons within European MS. The following years Recommendation 1474 explicitly
decided desegregation against certain identities, the disestablishment of homosexual acts as a
criminal offence, necessarily in regard to the age of consent, condemning it as violation of art.8 of
the EU Convention and assessed exoneration of non-heteronormative sexual acts as a membership
prerequisite that the MS were obliged to meet (Parliamentary Assembly, 2000, p.2). In regard to art.

14 and ast. 8 of the Convention, the Assembly addressed Transgenderism, covered by the
Recommendation 1117 in 1989 suggesting that MS shall establish laws for the rectification of the
persons’ birth certificates and the legal change of their first name upon their transitional stages and
if their transgenderism is determined as non-corrective. Despite demonizing transgenderism as
pathogenesis and syndrome the Assembly set the ground for MS agency towards LGBTQIA+ rights.
Though the directives were foreseeing protection against discrimination they did not apply to all MS
(Parliamentary Assembly, 2000). Later, the ECoHR held its opposition against discrimination oriented
by any act of sexual nature, particularly in cases Dudgeon v. United Kingdom® and Lustig-Prean and
Beckett v. United Kingdom’ where homosexuality was prosecuted as an offense and persons were
discharged from duty, fined and stigmatized in relation to their SOGI. The same year, Resolution 756
determined that homosexuality is not a pathogenic condition addressing their exclusion from social
visibility, deficient mental development and presence in the labor market (ibid.). LGBTQIA+ people
are protected also, in a nuanced way in both the Geneva Convention and its Protocol of 1967. The
Assembly strengthened Protocol no. 12 of the Convention in 2000, readdressing the general
mentality of discrimination on grounds of sexual orientation and re-establishing the prohibition in
regard to being the “most odious forms of discrimination” (Parliamentary Assembly, p.1). By its
Opinion No. 216, Recommendation 1474 (2000) referred above, the Assembly further imposed to
the EU Commission to rearrange its prohibitions and terms regarding racism and intolerance (ECRI)
and suggested the Committee Ministers shall assign a special officer in ECHR in educating, informing
and enlightening about hate crimes, discrimination, hate-speech, etc. on grounds of SOGI. The
Assembly appealed to MS for orchestrating disciplinary and organized public information campaigns,

" nits judgment of 27 September 1999 (“the principal judgment”), the Court held that there had been a breach of Article 8 of the
Convention as regards the investigations conducted into the applicants’ sexual orientation by the armed forces and as a result of their
subsequent discharge from the armed forces on the grounds of their homosexuality in pursuance of the Ministry of Defence policy against
homosexuals in the armed forces. No separate issue was found to arise under Article 14 of the Convention (Lustig-Prean and Beckett v. the
United Kingdom, nos. 31417/96 and 32377/96, 27.9.99, §§ 105 and 109). On the same day, the Court delivered judgment in two similar
applications challenging the same policy of the Ministry of Defence, the Court concluding, inter alia, as to a violation of Articles 8 and 13 of
the Convention (Smith and Grady v. the United Kingdom, nos. 33985/96 and 33986/96, 27.9.99, §§ 112 and 139).
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to address equality in all institutions and to recognise as soon as possible homosexuality as a reason
for persecution and to extend a valid claim for asylum. The Commission also articulated the directive
2000/78/EC on addressing protection towards LGBTQIA+ in respect to their social visibility, education
and housing (ibid.). Although, article 2 UDHR all human beings irrespectively of their race, sex,
language, etc., are accustomed to the same freedoms, rights and dignity LGBTQIA+ not enjoy such
rights fully.

As of 2003, also, labor rights relating to sexual orientation were addressed yet gender identity and
expression as well as sex characteristics were not defined as separate and by extent lightly addressed
(European Commission,2020, p. 6). In more recent years, particularly in 2010, the Assembly
presented a draft document (12185) to further its agenda on discrimination on grounds of sexual
orientation, to finally cover for bisexuality too and affirm the decriminalization of homosexuality in
all MS (Gross,2010,p. 46). Protection on accounts of diverse sexual orientation and gender identity is
indirectly addressed through the term “or other status” found both in UDHR and the Convention’s
art. 14 on the prohibition of discrimination, but it is art. 21 of CFR that condemns discrimination on
accounts of sexual orientation and lifts the implied obligation of violations linked to other enlisted
rights (Memoli,n.d., pp.352-354). Discrimination therefore, was explicitly readdressed to cover for
both sexual orientation and gender identity and described any kind of different treatment against
LGBTQIA+ and this time was registered by the EU court as a direct violation of art.3,8 and 14
acknowledging that SOGI is an innate characteristic and part of one’s private life (ibid.). Article 3, is
elemental in prosecuting discrimination as torture while it neither defines what torture means within
the Convention nor condemns specific practices of miss-treatment, yet denounces any degrading
and inhuman practice that violates any of the directives of the Convention (Johnson & Falcetta,
2018,pp.3-6).

The article was supported by the international subsequent resolution of 1984 (39/46), that EU and
Greece ratified, which further analyses the objectives of ill-treatment and torture against human
beings, clarifies the levels and types of torture and directs the blame not only to the active offender
but also to the moral one, centralizing the sates’ (mal)practices towards human rights’ protection.
Nevertheless, art. 3 of the Convention failed to address torture related to sex, as art. 14 failed to
explicitly address discrimination on accounts of SOGIESC, meaning that it set zero boundaries to
certain types of miss-treatment and torture (Johnson & Falcetta, 2018,p.2). The disambiguation of
“or other status” though, in art.14 (p.13) of the Convention added one more problematic given that
suggesting protection against discrimination charges the directive with a fluid definition and agenda
of discrimination acts which on the one hand might include all but on the other might exclude
certain kinds of discrimination and breach human rights directly (see case Grant v. South West
Trains)®(Memoli,n.d., p.356). The treaty of the European Community (art.13), made accounts of
discrimination more specific including explicitly sexual orientation, yet it was rather a policy for
action than a manifesto (FRA,2015, p.25). Discrimination on accounts of SOGIESC or SOGI refer to
any degrading practice addressed to persons of varied sexual orientation and gender identity yet so

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far legislation present, focuses on the first part. Gender as a denominator of prosecution against
discrimination, inequalities, torture, etc., is articulated in art. 141 of the Treaty ECJ (Jeney,2010).

2.1.2. Greek national legislative order towards LGBTQIA+ persons.

International and EU legal agency on LGBTQIA+ persons’ rights is extensive yet not exhausted, while
identity quality is not predetermined or pre-assigned at birth, rather an ongoing process that
changes through performance. Luckily the contemporaneity of identities creates the need for further
legislation but unfortunately not all alleged progressive countries evolve with it. Greece is such a
country, while on the one hand advertises a liberal and progressive regime, yet on the other
regression, prejudice, inequalities even in heteronormative level are present and declarative of a
nation piously committed to constructed standards (Giinal & Balci,2020, pp.15-18; Moreno et al.,
2018, pp.10-15). The Greek Orthodox Church and the clergy perceive homosexuality as a pathogen
and highly influence the Greek constitution and state machinery to not take into account LGBTQIA+
persons rights and even protest openly against them (ibid.). Carastathis (2018) in their research
interviewed persons of varied SOGIESC who reported dynamic loathing from the church, who
“ contravene the antiracist law by preaching hatred” (p.282).

In this context, Greek legislation towards LGBTQIA+ rights is infantile, though it has set some
fundamental laws, i.e the decriminalization of same-sex conduct already since 1951, though it is
unclear if this also involves female-to-female sexual activity (Papadogiannis,2016,P.2). Nevertheless,
discrimination against LGBTQIA+ reformed only in 2005, following the prohibition of discrimination
in the labor market. The legal provisions carried out the prohibitions of hate speech and hate crimes
and addressed specifically anti-discrimination laws against SOGIESC in employment (Papadogiannis,
2016, P.2; Remoundou,2022, P.51-52). On the other hand, criminalization of sexual expression
and/or activity is persecuted globally with emphasis on same sex-acts conducted between gay or
lesbian women, resulting to an unsubstantiated pre-assumption that persecution in any case of
other LGBTQIA+ sexual associations is not present (UNHCR,2015). In Africa, Middle East, the Pacific,
Asia and North America there are decreed laws that criminalize directly any SOGIESC (UNHCR,2015),
do not enjoy equal rights (Knijff,2021,pp. 10-11) and even 67 MS of the United Nation penalize same-
sex activities of which 6 countries still maintain laws of punishment by death (Nematy, et al., 2022,
p.1-2). According Karsay (2016, pp.3-4), other than sexual activity, sex work is also criminalized. In
Greece, where male sex workers share the same rights with female sex workers under (L) 4285/2014
(Papadogiannis,2016) criminalization and discrimination of LGBTQIA+ sex workers, mostly identifying
as female, is evident. Stressing on another matter, concerning civil unions and sex transition,
LGBTQIA+ persons could not have both, since the one neutralized the other, according to Greek
bureaucratic rules. Law 4356/2015 was set to fixate and balance the legal recognition of Gl and
demographics . Although the law was seen with positivity by the majority of Greek citizens there
were reports from OLKE activists that it did not directly foresaw policies or address marriage or
adoption for same-sex partnerships, although cohabitation was articulated in art.68 (Glnal &
Balci,2020; Moreno et al., 2018, p. 4).

The reported deficiencies of the law were covered by (L) 4443/2016 which canceled 3304/2005 and
rearranged the accounts for prohibiting discrimination (Papadaki et al., 2022; NanadonovAou, 2019).
This law officially recognised civil unions and addressed also gender identity except sexual
orientation, including also transgender people who were so far in the margin. This step was quite
important for the Greek legislative scenery while civil unions addressed equal rights and dignity
towards all identities and described their “sexual citizenship” (Kadianaki, et al., 2020, pp.5-8). Law
4443/2016 failed to address adoption, while same-sex couples could not become parents because
their union was not recognised as marriage, a prerequisite to adopt under Greek legislation.
Although adoption was articulated since the 90s only in 2018 but is conditional, foreseeing that
adoption by a same-sex couple is not allowed and only a LGBTQIA+ person can adopt individually
(Papadaki, et al.,2022; Remoundou,2022, p.32). In addition, an important parameter for LGBTQIA+
persons is the recognition of their gender identity detached from the biological sex they were
assigned at birth, answered by (L) 4491/2017 enabling them to change their name and other identity
data in official documentation (Remoundou,2022, p. 32; Carastathis, 2018, p.p.267-268), without
undergoing surgery although conversion is allowed for LGBTQAI+ adults. Though the law addressed
and recognized gender identity in legal terms, it has been so far applied with evident deficiencies and
omissions (Huffpost,2022). Later on, in March of 2021, the Greek Prime minister appointed a
committee assigned with the responsibility of presenting an effective plan towards LGBTQ rights and
equality among Greek society, relating in particular to the aims, policies and concerted approach to
the matter. The committee was composed of experts from academic backgrounds, civil society and
the governmental departments of human rights and economics. The various NGOs and services
addressing equality linked to SOGIESC accounts were called to submit memorandums with
suggestions on which matters the plan should focus on. Colour youth for example, submitted in 2021
a memo to the committee stressing on equality in health, education, legal recognition of gender and
gender transition and LGBTQIA+ refugees among other points. The formulation of the committee as
a result of the COM/2020/698, the EU equality strategy addressing LGBTQ rights for 2020-2025,
aimed to present and solidify policies and practices of and for equality against factual discrimination,
degradation and violence (Eur-Lex, n.d.; Colour Youth, 2021; AyyeAidng, 2021). Although, the
national approach adhered to the commands of the European directive, dismisses significant
parameters in relation to LGBTQIA+ while recent laws counteract the previous legislation and seems
conditional (ZwtnpdémouAog,2022). On the other hand LGBTQIA+ as a term is avoided, and thus
addresses rights based on characteristics, which means that someone has to prove their LGBTQIA+
identity through sexual orientation, identity or sex characteristics to be constitutionally protected
(ibid.). Therefore, Greece of 2023 still fails to unconditionally address LGBTQIA+ rights, maintains
disambiguation regarding conversion therapies, fails to penalize “alleged” therapies like beatings,
electroshock, rapes for correcting and fixing or the activity of the church that advocates for sexual
fluidity but for all the wrong reasons (Omofylofilia, 2023) nor prosecutes hate speech generated by
the Church proving that the Orthodox doctrine is above human rights and dignity in Greece (OAEQ,
2020).
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2.1.3. Countries of Origin Information

Accumulating the often facticity of persecution against LGBTQIA+ persons and the legal texts present
in both EU and international scenery an investigation on information relating to safe countries of
origin is necessary, while not all MS or other countries in the global arena follow the same national
directives and legal application, as mentioned. Although EU is considered and declared as positive
towards LGBTQIA+ and same-sex relations, legal texts are poor and deficient, i.e. some MS restricted
adoption to heteronormative couples, have not legalized same-sex marriages, have no measures
against hate crimes, prohibit sex-reassignment while others do, signifying that EU is partially and
circumstantially a free zone relating to SOGIESC (Fella, et al., 2022, p.6; Smith,2022). Only 13 MS
allow same sex marriage, excluding our country, while 6 MS address no legal recognition for same-
sex couples, i.e. Hungary, Bulgaria, to name just a few no to mention direct criminalization, body
damage, torture and even death penalty in Eastern countries like Saudi Arabia, Yemen, Pakistan, etc.
(HRW,2020; Equal Rights Trust,2018). These parameters are quite important for countries to take
into account in granting asylum and addressing international protection, while not all LGBTQIA+
applicants experience perilous patterns of persecution against their SOGIESC in the countries of
origin. The credibility of their claims are assessed according to up-to-date information on safe
countries of origin that MS can use as valid sources of assessing asylum applications. National laws
may address information for safe countries of origin and take into account the guidelines provided
by Asylum services in determining objective reasons under which persecution is well-founded and
by extension protection is necessary (Refworld,2009). Greece for example, through a JMD as of
February of the previous year, has issued 0.G.G. (B/667/2022) updating the list of safe countries of
origin, including Egypt, Nepal and Benin increasing the number to 17 countries acknowledged as safe.

According to the directive 2013/32/EU safety is addressed by monitoring and assessing the
political,religious, social situation in third countries and how it applies to the individual applying for
international protection. Information on safe countries of origin provide, actually, a list of reasons to
prosecute persecution as introduced in art. 1A (2) of the Convention relating to refugee status,
where the LGBTQIA+ parameter is not explicitly taken into account. This creates a direct problem
while a country might seemingly appear to be safe, according to the aforementioned, although, in
reality persons of varied SOGIESC are at high risk, while these information do not link persecution
against any LGBTQIA+ identity and by extent the country might not be safe. This might come as a
great problem, while if they do not prove their persecution on accounts of SOGIESC in their countries
of origin, or support serious reasons based on facts that they have well-founded fear of returning to
their countries, the decision taken by caseworkers of the Asylum Service will base on other claims
that surpass SOGIESC as an account of persecution in the respective country (Witschel ,2018,p. 1064).
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2.1.4. Asylum Laws

International protection is a notion tightly intertwined with asylum seeking, while granting asylum
signifies automatically approving protection for an individual. According to art. 14 of the UDHR every
person has the absolute right to seek asylum in fear of being persecuted. Asylum laws are engulfed in
international laws, the Convention and its Protocol of 1967 although asylum is an idea not explicitly
addressed. Asylum is not a notion restricted to the processes of entering and remaining in a country
as a result of fleeing persecution, but an elemental activity of reforming a stateless person to a
citizen of a safe country (UNHCR,2017). By safe, we refer to the safety provided in the country of
arrival and/or the new country of citizenship against the reasons related to the persons persecution,
which signifies that persons still being persecuted in the host country does not automatically mean
they have been offered asylum unconditionally or absolutely. Thus, asylum needs to address respect
to human dignity and expression, equality under laws and asylum directives,procedures, etc.
mirroring the articles of the Convention and its Protocol as mentioned, articulating the principle of
non-refoulement as articulated in art. 19 of the CFR and the most elemental stage, along with open
borders.

Europe is a highly preferred continent of migration and many MS serve as host countries either being
a transit point or the place of permanent installation. Asylum is a highly respected law in European
territory while MS, with some minor exceptions, as well as some non-european states have signed
the Schengen Agreement in abolishing restrictions in border crossing and creating a zone of free
movement across nations. Specifically, EU held in 1990 a Convention issuing Regulations (EC)
539/2001 and (EC) 810/2009 related to the Schengen visa as well as two subsequent directives, i.e.
2001/51/EC and 2002/90/EC to cover for free borders and controlling unregistered entry in the
states (Council of Europe,2015). Third-country nationals are thus, free to move around the EU either
holding a visa or being recognised as refugees, holding a residence permit and the necessary travel
documents that can substitute for visa in cases. On the other hand newly arrived third-country
nationals are subjected to the restriction to move freely under the Borders code for only 3 months.
The demolition of internal borders and the synchronous monitoring and regulation of external
borders were set in the European family to strengthen the communication and freedom between MS,
establish security and safety within the European borders as well as keep a relative control on
external borders (European Council, 1997a; European Commission,n.d.). Under the Schengen
Agreement persons have the right to cross EU borders without strict border controls, illegal searches,
etc., except for cases where national legislations require identity checks, but in any case protecting
personal data is on top of the Schengen rules (European Commission,n.d.). But in any case, art.6 of
the Schengen Borders Code {Regulation (EC) 562/2006)} sets specific provisions regarding identity
checks and controls in view of human dignity and individuality (FRA,2015, p.34), prohibiting
discrimination strictly if anything signifies diverse sex,racial, sexual orientation grounds,etc. Though,
art. 24 (3) of the APD foresees that individuals in need of special guarantees must be excepted from
the border processes, meaning that victims’ of rape, trafficking etc. cases will be examined under the
needed support (Council of Europe,2015). Especially for victims of serious violence EU asylum laws
are rather provident but conditional while under the Councils Directive 2004/81/EC, time limits,
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practices and support are differentiated and extended taking into account the persons’ susceptibility
although cooperation on behalf of the applicant is a prerequisite.

Relating to asylum and access to borders and international protection, the EU family established
common asylum regulations which MS are obliged to follow and comply with. Under CEAS, MS have
the obligation to commit to dignified processes of reception, high quality of protection of asylum
seekers and objectivity in assessing the content of each application case (Council of the European
Union, 1999). Main to the laws regarding asylum, is the QD 2011/95/EU determining the parameters
of protection necessity which is related to the status of Refugees. Following the Common European
Asylum System, five major legislative instruments were established to regulate with efficiency and
fairness asylum procedures and assure equal treatment for all. Since the creation of the common
legislative system related to asylum in 1999, there have been many reforms on the main legislations,
incorporating the goals of uniformity in regimes yet special provisions for vulnerable people, give the
right to apply for international protection irrespectively of race, condition, color, etc., rarify the
practices followed at EU level and intertwine the national policies present to create a synchronized
and most efficient procedure which is immediate, targeted and productive (European
Commission,2008). In addition, procedures for asylum were reformed to include more detail in
legislation, training of the professionals handling the applications, priorities and ethical
considerations during the procedure (European Commission,2016). The APD (2013/32/EU) sets
specific time limits in logging, accessibility and decision-making of the applications during reception
and identification procedures. Among the goals of CEAS gender is mentioned as an overarching
parameter to be taken into account, although all major legislative directives seem to faintly address
explicitly asylum legislation and practices for LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers.

The latter are often misinterpreted as vulnerable and/or persons belonging to a particular social
group and thus, gender is seen as a safeguard related to the aforementioned and not to varied
SOGIESC (FRA,2017,p.2; European Commission,2008), thus LGBTQIA+ is not clearly a category
considered particular social group (Hatzopoulos,2007,p.16). In particular, following art. 18 (3) of the
reception conditions directive taking into account persons’ special needs is an obligation, i.e. age,
gender identity and expression as mentioned before, through SOGIESC is not a parameter
exhaustively addressed and classified to fit certain directives linked to asylum, which results to lump
vulnerable LGBTQIA+ with vulnerable non-LGBTQIA+ persons (FRA,201,p.2). In addition, regulation
No. 604/2013, namely the Dublin Regulation lll, sets out criteria under which European MS are
responsible in regulating and examining a third-country national’s application lodged within their
jurisdiction, following specific and uniform practices. Jurisdiction of a MS is determined under a
needs and special conditions hierarchy, basing in three main axes/considerations. Among these axes,
family considerations and conditions of their status is main, and for example an unaccompanied
minor entering MS (a) shall be a case regulated by a MS where their closest relative or guardian
resides or has already lodged an application for protection, whether it is MS (a) or MS (b), (c), etc.
Dublin regulation allows the responsible MS to have access to information and data related to the
applicant, i.e. EURODAC system, to be able to assess the reasons, background, accounts of
persecution and overall claims the applicant makes, in determining their refugee status and
international protection. Concurrently it maintains the information within the regulations of the
common rules applied by a single MS that abides by them, to expedite the asylum processes and
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preempt further risks against asylum seekers, yet this does not necessarily provide transparency and
consistency to the practices addressed to the applicants. Hence, there have been discussions among
the EU MS regarding the suggestion made by the Commission in 2016, in applying a new policy in
managing asylum that would rearrange Dublin Regulation aiming to conduct asylum in a shared
objective responsibility, which seems more sustainable.

2.1.5. Asylum in Greece

Greece is a geopolitical and rather accessible locus of the most recent migration trends, particularly
since 2015 and on, posing also as a transit point, being the first land of arrival, but simultaneously
the last turret of the Schengen Area (FRA,2017; Kasparek, 2016, p.14). Due to its accessibility by land
and sea Greece received almost 100.000 asylum applications in 2020, and less between 2021-2023,
but still describes a situation where people experience risky patterns of migration, and necessitates
for regulations and specific provisions that address any person seeking asylum, and which abide by
the Convention regulations and obligations (AIDA,2021; IJRC,n.d.).

Currently asylum in Greece is articulated in law 4939/2022 where all persons experiencing irregular
patterns of migration have the right to seek asylum and protection, although border restrictions,
illegal push-backs at open sea and unsubstantial criminalization of persons further exist, violating
CEAS’s obligations and disrespecting both the EU-Turkey Agreement and international laws
(Karamanidou,2021, pp.40-42). Greece articulated asylum laws, since 2011 that introduced several
legislative bills to answer to migration constituting under (L) 3907/2011 and its subsequent
amendments, PDs 114/2010 and 133/2013, an asylum and reception service according to the
common provisions of CEAS addressed to EU MS. The law described circumstances and criteria for
securing proper practices during the first instance asylum procedures, i.e. nationality and identity
registration, medical examinations, etc., as well as addressing the responsibilities of the director and
the staff in RICs. Law 3907/2011 and in particular PD 114/2010 assigned to independent services and
offices the various stages of asylum, transposing the CEAS Returns Directive in Greek legislation
(Karamanidou,2021, p. 99), while PD 133/2013 regulated the procedure held in several RAO and
services (Bolani, et al., 2017). In addition, Greece held previous laws regarding the entry, residence
and stay of third-country nationals in Greece, which were later either abolished or amended to fit
certain criteria. More specifically, part of the law 3386/2005 was abolished by (L) 4251/2014 which
reforms the duration of residence from short-term to long-term and in cases replaced by visas and
immediate access to the labor market. The law and its amendment, i.e. Law 4332/2015, foresee that
residence permit and citizenship shall be granted in view of family reunification, of article 1B in
acquiring citizenship instantly at birth in Greece and/or attending school in the country. These two
subsequent laws rearrange asylum in Greece, while main to the mentality of the codes is the
provisions of the QD (recast 2011/51/EU).

The next few years, after the significant refugee crisis following the Syrian war, Greek laws were
radically reformed to prevent further crises, especially the crisis in Greek seas and mainly Aegean.
Greece, as mentioned, setting the Schengen Area limits in the East attracts irregular and illegal
migration patterns from Turkey and other land borders that have not signed the Agreement. Thus,
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Greece introduced (L) 4375/2016 which was a direct reform of the practices of the Asylum Service,
the jurisdiction of the regional offices of asylum (ROA) and other provisions on reception practices,
RICs, administration, etc., (AIDA, 2022; Ceccorulli, et al., 2021; Kourachanis,2018). Accordingly, the
law permitted monitoring, assistance and assessment of the practices from the UNHCR and IOM as
well as centralized by art. 38 the right of stateless people to access and receive information related
to international protection (Papadopoulou, 2018). The subsequent amendments were focusing in
more detail regarding reception practices, prohibiting the detention of vulnerable groups and
unaccompanied children {(L) 4540/2018} as well as setting the criteria for the conditions of detention,
and account for special needs of applicants. The final amendment was introduced by (L) 4636/2019,
which came to correct the yet evident restrictions regarding borders and pushbacks occurred in an
attempt to reduce migration flows to the country. Law 4636/2019, namely the international
Protection Act (IPA) was introduced as an improvement although it applied further restrictions,
complete detention and police control in RICs (Ceccorulli, et al., 2021, pp.96-99; Giannopoulou & Gill,
2019). Although IPA stresses on the precipitating of asylum applications’ examination, in fact
persons’ administrative detention durates up to 30 months, resulting to further detention in prison-
like facilities instead of free movement establishments, in view of the advent of COVID-19 as
addressed by Gazette 28/A/10-02-2020 (Tsiganou, et al., 2021; GRC,2020). Also, the new IPA largely
excluded people in need of specific guarantees and protection, neutralized circular Prot. No,
A3y/l.N.0k.39364, on issuing social security numbers to persons resulting in massive health
exclusion of persons (Pallister-Wilkins, et al., 2020, pp.23, 26-28) and prolonged detention ignoring
pending applications. Immediate amendments to draft law (L) 4686/2020, i.e. (L) 4825/2021 and (L)
4939/2022, which are the most recent laws on asylum procedures, detention,international
protection, residence permits, return-deportation practices of third-country nationals and further
social and labor issues in view of the pandemic (Nanopoulos, et al., 2021; Bossinaki,2021).

2.1.5.1 Administrative practices in RICs - Asylum Service

The Aegean is also the line of a great dichotomy. A dichotomy placed on hopes and reality, while
people on the run seek a better life and the reality serves them with further degradation
(Manhart,2020). Asylum procedure in Greece is a threefold practice initiated by the arrival of
persons in the country and their registration, followed by a personal interview and its examination
by the Greek Asylum service (AIDA,2021). Access to asylum, itself is also a compartmentalized
practice, articulated in three main stages relating to the claims for international protection,
reception and identification of newcomers and the application for international protection itself
(ECRE,2022a; RSA,2023) submitted by the Asylum service or the Reception and identification centers
(RIS). However within those there are several other phases that characterize asylum administration
processes in Greece, regarding law 4375/2016 relating to exceptional deviations on registration,
which might include confinement, delays or other emergent impromptu stages that intervene in the
asylum procedure as articulated by the law, namely identification,interview,decision (AIDA,2019).
Also, accessibility by land and by sea are two different administrative situations where
administration processes differ a lot, i.e. during the fast-track procedure as set by art. 95 (3) of the
Asylum law, the procedure is to be closed in a short period of time which often violates the right of
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credible claims, legal aid etc., and makes discounts on procedural guarantees (AIDA,2022; AIDA,2017;
Theodoropoulou,2019). Both the regular procedure relating to people arriving in the frontier Greek
mainland and the border procedure linked to arrivals in the coastal areas, are quite long and consist
of multiple stages characterized mainly by unlawful administrative detentions up to five months or
more (Theodoropoulou,2019, pp.9-12; AIDA,2019). Also the closing of the balkan borders, imprison
even further people in the country where they can not have a normal life, due to stalls in any
administrative process that grants them access to health, education, social services,etc.
(Tsitselikis,2019). The fast-track procedure though, the most recent years, is a risk-bearing process
linked to accelerated timeframes and practices applied to flatten the overcrowding of applications
and people on the Greek islands (AIDA,2022).

However, newcomers in Greece are transferred or re-settled after their arrival, according to certain
decisions derived from administrative hierarchy and linked to governmental directives also, allegedly
in view of more viable migration handling (AIDA,2022) where the same group of people arriving in a
certain place may be separately sent to lodge their applications in different RICs. These transfers are
intended not only to accelerate the asylum processes in order to handle migratory crises in the
quickest possible way but also to increase the temporality of spatial-refugeeness, failing to assimilate
newcomers in the social reality of Greece (RSA,2023). For example, collating the regular and fast-
track processes one can detect differences regarding time, practices and the registry process
paraphernalia in general (see image 1&2 in Appendix A, part Il), while the regular process seems
time-consuming although more trustworthy and the fast-track border is an advanced process that
creates conditional examination and law quality decisions that actually deprives rights and expedites
the persons’ application processes resulting to misconceptions and illegal handling (ibid). Specifically,
while the goal of the fast-track process is to apply the EU-Turkey Agreement, not even half percent
of the total number of arrivals in Greece were safely sent to Turkey (Theodoropoulou,2019, pp.5-6).
In this vein, the fast -track process is a dummy corporation with highly discriminative and clearing
practices, where people subjected to this process, i.e. Syrians, are further persecuted and victimized
under an organized domestic political agenda (Alpes, et al., 2017; Kakosimou,2017, p. 172), all with
the blessings of the Greek government and ECtHR’s tendency of accounting for the country’s
unpreparedness (Theodoropoulou, 2019).

2.1.5.2 Special directives for LGBTQIA+ persons seeking asylum

Contextualizing the above clarifications regarding the EU-Turkey agreement and the main
administrative patterns present in Greece to the case of LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers, the situation gets
complicated as being LGBTQIA+ does not exclusively link to being vulnerable. Special replaced
vulnerable, although it did not explicitly set directives to fit appropriate administrative, legal,
evidence assessment and social inclusion issues towards LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers (Vitikainen,
2020,pp.68-70; Ferreira,2018). Moreover, certain inaccuracies not only within the European and
domestic legislation but also in the asylum claims LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers make due to mental
distraught, urges the presence of a special procedure addressed exclusively to LGBTQIA+ asylum
seekers (Guler, 2019; Fisher,2019) towards both reception and asylum processes.
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On the one hand the official directives regarding asylum and reception fall into specific ambiguities
that somehow neutralize each other, while the APD sets special procedural handling in accounts of
age, disability, gender identity, expression, sexual orientation, etc., and at the same moment the RCD
does not recognize that LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers need special reception attention and/or
procedures (ILGA-Europe,2021; Council of Europe, 2022) explicitly in accounts of their SOGIESC but
only in case they are victims of (extreme) violence, proven and justified. On the other hand, there is
the ambiguity of proving to be LGBTQIA+ which falls to issues of subjectivity, credibility and
assessment, which by extension affect reception and asylum processes for LGBTQIA+ persons. While
it is extremely difficult to claim with no fear their SOGIESC, and in view of one’s different experiences
that formulated their gender identity and/or expression, LGBTQIA+ asylum claims may be authentic
but lack authenticity while they rely on empirical connotations and context (Giiler et al., 2019). Thus,
an Iraqgi transgender individual seeking asylum, expected to behave in a certain manner and claim
well-founded fear of persecution due to their gender, in MS that this is feasible, they might not do so,
or their gender behavior might feel way different from western gender-performance mentality
(Shaw & Verghese, 2022; Giiler et al.,2019; Hartvigsen,2019). Hence, at this point, not only
legislation but also the collision of gender-mannerism, gender-habitualization and education around
gender issues raise further problems regarding LGBTQIA+ asylum procedure, while credibility is
followed by assessment, an assessment that should be bound to objectivity, yet often influenced by
the subjective (Rehaag,2017) and results to disbelief and inadmissibility (Andrade et al.,2020). Not
to mention the confusion and difficulty in communicating their transgender identity, as
transgenderism is still connotated with pathogenesis and or medical conditions, explained as
psychiatric confusion or mental collapse mainly, and greater focus is given to fixing them and not
assisting them (Shaw & Verghese,2022).

Further examining issues for special administrative asylum procedures, we came up with the notion
of refugeeness which also will be interrelated with intersectionality and habitualization, in an
attempt to explain why LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers should receive special administration and
reception and how the current practices remain invasive and manipulative and also perpetuate their
persecution. Refugeeness as explained by Chossiére, is an everyday experience gradually configuring
identities (2021) and is an attribute highly relying on context. Thus, refugeeness is understood
through any repeated performative practice that results in a pattern and by extension in habit, which
in the end greatly mirrors a socially constructed identity (Martin,2004). Refugeeness is a social
practice and in the case of the administrative body is a socio-spatial practice that confers a plus one
attribute upon the intersection of characteristics a person carries with, which may add up to the
reasons of their degradation or discrimination (Chossiere,2021). Especially in Greece of 2019,
following the health crisis, refugeeness turned into an orchestrated politicized practice by the
government, where people were excluded from the state health system, amplifying their persecution
(Zisakou, 2021). Refugeeness, under this scope, no longer represented a characteristic of
discrimination and exclusion but generated a fabricated threat from aliens (ibid.).

2.1.6. Life experiences in the asylum process
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Regarding asylum in Greece, since the great refugee crisis of 2016 and on, there were many
discrepancies of the Greek laws that were accorded to unpreparedness and political instability,
although monitoring the recent political situation nothing has changed at least to the better. Following
the implementation of the EU-Turkey agreement and the rushed handling of refugee cases in the
borders, the last quadrennium of Greece’s political scenery proves that lately Greece adopted and
extensively applied practices that victimize asylum seekers, refugees and migrants (Zisakou,2021;
Ecre,2021). Greece of 2019 and 2020 welcomed asylum seekers with prolonged administrative and
illegal detention as a result of the new law, while illegal push backs throughout 2020 processed
through unethical and unlawful techniques, namely hiring migrants and refugees under threat to sink
boats carrying asylum seekers (Amnesty International,2023; ECRE,2021; ZUvtaén IN, 2022). Global
media transmitted the deadliest reportages in Greek sea borders, where people relied on
humanitarian agency and help (lliadou,2019). The European Union feared that the north-eastern
border land did not respect or applied the Schengen Agreement properly, posing further restrictions
to border crossing, as seen above, in view of uniformity, prejudice and uncritical police-led practices
(Ceccorulli, et al.,2021, p. 96-99; Karamanidou,2021, p.95).

In this vein, asylum seekers, refugees and migrants were often victims of smugglers, trafficking and
rape, a situation of high risk for all, yet riskier for vulnerable groups and LGBTQIA+ asylees who are
often victimized beforehand in accounts of their SOGIESC in their countries of origin, traffickers,
compatriots, authorities (Wallis,2019; Tsaggari,2018). LGBTQIA+ are more liable to all the above,
highlighting trafficking as the most dangerous case while it is inadvertently disregarded. As supported
by Boukli and Renz, there are no specific anti-trafficking decisions for LGBTQIA+ who often are
instrumentalized as “ideal victims” (p.73) while their SOGIESC will cover for the sex trafficking agenda
without drawing particular attention (2019). Also, the reports of illegal pushbacks of newly arrived
persons is known yet the Greek state proceeds to deport also persons with asylum statuses and
vulnerable persons applying even deportation before their boat reaches overland(AIDA,2021). Other
reports penalize Greek coastguards’ action against refugee boats and forwardness of rescue (Amnesty
International,2023), unlawful practices in forcing boats to return in Turkey, physical and/or
psychological violence using guns, truncheons, tear-gas and other illegal weapons and means
(Vukcevié Markovic et al., 2023; Rainbow Refugees, 2022). A dramatic affirmation is the shipwreck that
occurred near Pylos in the Peloponnese off the coast of the Mediterranean sea, at the time of writing
this study, resulting in the overwhelming number of 78 dead which unfortunately is not the final
report, as more than 400 remain missing.

Detention also, is main during asylum procedures, either asylees have applied for international or
subsidiary protection, have the asylee status and the required documents authorized by an
independent party of the Asylum service and the approval of the first country applying the Dublin
regulation directives or they arrive for the first time (Human Rights 360,2021;Theophilopoulos et al.,
2018). Detention is a risk-bearing situation for all individuals, especially LGBTQIA+ and vulnerable
persons whose mental distress and traumas increase, given the context and environment of the
facilities (RSA,2021b). To make matters worse, people have no access to food, water not to mention
protection from harm, injuries, trafficking, police violence etc., that further persecute them (Vukcevic¢
Markovic et al., 2023; Kokkinidis,2022).
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LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers also face immediate threats, mental and physical harm in camps they are
placed in, while racism and prejudice still go on in Greece and asylum seekers do not see Greece as
humane (Wallis,2019). Again rape and sexual harrassment becomes an everyday experience while the
infrastructures fail to support LGBTQIA+ and their special needs and there is the problem with their
co-nationals who do not accept them due to cultural, religious or other affairs (Wallis,2019;
BalkanlInsight,2018). Sexual harassment, rape, is the greatest risk an LGBTQIA+ person might suffer
during the asylum process, while it raises several other issues, health issues like infections, genital
wounds as well as great trauma and stigma (Belanteri et al., 2020). These issues, among the greater
backwash of a rape leaves people isolated, while within the various camps, e.g. Moria camp there are
no resources to support efficiently a victim of rape that is also an LGBTQIA+ person (ibid.). The lack of
resources, especially during COVID-19 left persons without medication, vaccines, analgesic drugs and
even protection masks, while they were not issued social security numbers according to the new IPA
as mentioned (Pallister-Wilkins, et al., 2020; ECRE,2022). This affected the most, persons with diverse
SOGIESC going through hormonal therapy or other special treatments, who experienced total health
exclusion (ibid.).

Another important parameter is that even some persons are lucky enough to not experience further
violence, detention or illegal refoulement, professionals working with them are often untrained and
inexperienced which makes it a challenge to support LGBTQIA+ along the process (Human Rights 360,
2022). Officers of the Hellenic Force, may receive special training linked to hate-crimes, torture, etc.
although the duration is only 2 days before being assigned to respective RICs (Theophilopoulos et
al.,2018) while professionals working within the Asylum Services get special guidelines and training
relevant to SOGI, although some might not apply their training and force interrogate persons, guide
them in systematic declarations or cause distress by being too invasive. For example, it is often
monitored and reported that LGBTQIA+ persons are subjected to asylum interviews that further
breach their rights, as interviewers are prejudiced and hold a systemic mentality towards each of the
identities of the LGBTQIA+ umbrella term (Infomigrants,2022; FRA,2017). There is the tendency that
people delivering the asylum interviews, misjudge persons by their appearance or base on
presumptions that certain characteristics go with certain identities, a practice that might lead to the
misinterpretation of the asylum claims and misjudgement of the hypothesis by all the respective
parties (Bartzi,2021; Avgeri, 2021). The processes of interviewing and the authorization of the
decision is a stressful procedure for the applicant especially when they have to relive traumatic
situations in proving their SOGIESC identity, which as mentioned is quite difficult, given that if one is
not convincing enough risks to be called unreliable and the decision of their hypothesis to be rejected
(zisakou, 2021; Sakellariou, 2017).
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2.2.1. Studies on LGBTQIA+ living conditions in RICs in Greece

Except for the hardships during arrival and the asylum process in subsequent stages, LGBTQIA+
persons arriving in Greece confront difficulties regarding the facilities they are accommodated in.
Regarding reception practices most MS do not foresee special accommodation facilities for LGBTQIA+
although it should, and this is only articulated after incidents of violence and harassment, which
confirms the riskiness and naivety of the ambiguity between vulnerability and special needs.

The situation described above regarding life experiences during asylum resonates also the condition in
the various camps where poor accommodation, lack of space and shortage in first need supplies,
create a suffocating situation for LGBTQIA+ persons who have to struggle and stay alert even to take a
seat in the restaurant or queue to get supplies, food, etc., in fear of being harassed and/or attacked
(Wang & Papoulias, 2022). The food in most times is awful, so there is nothing worth waiting for, yet
the need for aliment surpasses even the possibility of being thrown rocks while waiting in a long
queue for endless hours just to feed (ldzikowska,2021; Thomas-Davis, 2017). On the other side,
accommodating practices are applied with no respect to status or gender classifications, except special
procedures regarding vulnerable people and families (Human Rights 360,2021; AIDA,2022). Mixed-
housing paradigm, mixed-bathroom areas and zero monitoring by security is a practice that leaves
vulnerable and LGBTQIA+ persons in great risk within the camp environment.Housing facilities for
LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers in Greece are common with non-LGBTQIA+, arousing the frequent violent
incidents on the camp premises , while persons are further harassed, attacked, stigmatized and
remain daily exposed to such threats (Infomigrants, 2022; Thomas-Davis,2017). LGBTQIA+ persons
avoid walking within the camp or RICs premises alone, especially at night, while they may often be
escorted to the bathroom by a volunteer or NGO worker from whom they asked help (Papatzani,2020;
Idzikowska,2021). In Moria camp especially, as it happens with all hotspots in the islands, there is no
privacy and persons with SOGIESC have to remain closeted or hide their personal belongings and
beliefs secret while extortion and theft are quite common. Staying in the closet is a survival practice
for LGBTQIA+ asylees while European and domestic laws seem not to be applied in hotspots (e.g.
Moria, Vathy) breaching the Convention and Asylum laws in general (RSA,2019; MacGregor,2022).

There are also power relations even within LGBTQIA+ groups in accounts of nationality while African
SOGIESC persons seem to be in greater danger (ldzikowska,2021). As reported by Idzikowska many
LGBTQIA+ experience intra-discrimination and as a result are left without shelter or feel directly
threatened in the common accommodations (2021). There was a case of a homosexual woman who
found shelter in a tent of a Congolese woman, at a price and later was ousted due to their sexual
orientation. Not only that, but also calumniation and fear of being attacked was a daily experience for
this woman, while the Congolese published their sexuality to all residents of the camp that led to the
stigmatization, isolation and exclusion of the lesbian woman (ibid.). The Congolese woman reacted in
this manner while African countries, or most of them, penalize same-sex acts and even penalize those
who know it as accomplices.

Moreover, the facilities offered to accommodate refugee groups are bad-structured in accounts of
sanitation and safety provisions, not to mention the shortages in fuel resources, the lack of warm
water or electricity in the winter, fire-proof and winterization planning in general, both in camps and
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RICs, whether in the eastern Aegean islands (e.g. Lesvos, Samos) or in terrestrial Greece (Fylakio in
Evros, Schisto in Attiki,etc.). This situation illustrates insufficient reception facilities that constantly
jeopardize beneficiaries’ dignity, rights, body integrity(ECRE, 2019; U.S. Embassy & Consulate in
Greece, 2021). In addition, the facilities are often in the outskirts and access to the center is not only
prohibited but also quite difficult, leaving no choice for escape, while there is lack or shortage of
transportation means and persons have to rely on volunteers again to run errands or have access to
education, labor market, opportunities in general (Lenti,2021; Papatzani,2020). A huge problem for
the LGBTQIA+ while they simultaneously lack access to information and support regarding their
SOGIESC. Most importantly they lack access to legal aid and law information, so they do not know
their rights and how to address them (Manhart,2020). To make things worse, some persons are forced
to live in custom tents even during winter and remain exposed to harsh weather conditions (Human
Rights Watch,2018; Sanderson,2020) not even to the closest equipped with the necessary (i.e.
blankets, mattresses, pillows) as people have to sleep on the ground amid winter. In this context, lack
of education and mental support becomes the norm even for the affected persons, who prioritize
their needs. Nevertheless, all strains made to support LGBTQIA+ mentally and educationally were a
result of humanitarian work, as the MHPSS program for example, orchestrated by IRC in 2018, and
offered organized psychological and health support to residents of camps in Lesvos and Chios
(IRC,2019) while even the closed-controlled facilities tend to isolate persons from society even more
(Oikonomou,2022).

Another crisis, namely the pandemic, deteriorated LGBTQIA+ living experiences, who were restricted
in their tents, no matter if a co-tenant contracted the virus. Covid-19 revealed the medical
understaffing and shortage in medical supplies, and increased violence while persons were detained
and left with no care. People reported unbearable living conditions, facilities with snakes and rats,
mirroring the crisis of the pandemic and Greece’s negligence of the facilities' care (MacGregor, 2022;
Alio et al., 2020). Lockdowns on the other hand restricted LGBTQIA+ people from joining SOGIESC
support groups in the center and paying visits in mental support initiatives. Also, during 2020 several
camps and RICs in the country faced a plus one medical crisis after scabies infection due to unhealthy
living conditions, exacerbating LGBTQIA+ health issues, given that some persons might be in the
process of hormonal therapy or suffering from a sexually transmitted ailment like AIDS (Louka et al.,
2022).

All in all, regarding accommodation in Greece again one can detect a pattern of practices that in a
sense describe some unpreparedness, nevertheless an established technique, while after all these
years of migration Greece should have established better facilities, laws on reception and handling
towards LGBTQIA+ and vulnerable people. Living in RICs or camps in Greece is described by the
transformation of an asylee to a prisoner and it is either that, quoting the words of an LGBTQIA+
asylee living in Moria camp that applies for all facilities:

“Moria produces violence instead of protection and the system does not undertake the responsibility”

or the “biopolitical nature” (Ahlkvist,2022, p. 16) of refugee camps in Greece that aims to standardize
migration, spatial-refugeeness, asylee's fate under political motives.
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2.2.2. LGBTQIA+ individuals and ISD - Violations Reports

Violent episodes and conflicts, fascism by the police and chauvinism in political speech during the last
4 years in Greece, target LGBTQIA+ persons with refugee backgrounds the most, mirroring the
dangerous fate of simultaneously being LGBTQIA+ and an asylum seeker (Mylonas, 2018). In any
attempt to approach the inconceivable hardships,rights violations and measure ISD linked to
LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers, refugees and migrants in Greece, one must not fail to pay great attention to
the excessive police and state violence as a result of power abuse, as a great part of discrimination,
while often systemic construction of social living are those that institutionalize persons in
discriminating practices (Bericat et al., 2018). Other components might as well be laws, (in)justice,
unequal treatment (ibid.). The incidents of authorities’ violence and crimes are many, not only in
migration contexts but also regarding domestic cases that leave no margins of doubt regarding the
ultimate goal of the political elite (Zisakou,2021; Lazaridis & Skleparis,2015) towards migrants,
LGBTQIA+ persons and in general whoever steps out their conservative and jingoist agenda. Albanians,
the largest group of migrants living in Greece, who keep migrating since the 13th century are still
socially and legally discriminated against until today, struggling for greek citizenship even after a
decade living and working in the country (Speed & Alikaj, 2020; Nikas & Aspasios, 2021). Albanians
were also a group experiencing mass deportations from the Greek state as a result of poor legal
planning and racism, a case that proves that illegal pushbacks of persons in more recent migration
patterns is not a last resort choice rather than a time-tested practice (Halkia, 2007).

In addition, the most recent incidents of the killings of three Greek citizens by police officers, raise a
lot of questions about the political agenda and the perceptions of otherness within society, while the
murders were committed against Zak Kostopoulos, a LGBTQIA+ activist and two Roma teenage boys
with the pretext of being armed and dangerous, which was not a fact (Amnesty International, 2023;
Lavelle, 2022). Although Greek laws have made significant steps the latest years as mentioned above,
recognising family ties between samee-sex couples, transgender legal recognition etc,. in practice
there is no respect in laws, as LGBTQIA+ are victims of harassment, discrimination, hate speech and
hate crimes still to the present day according to the numbers ECRI provides (2022) although does not
cover for LGBTQIA+ rights as hate speech is penalized by law regarding grounds of race, ethnicity and
religion, leaving LGBTQIA+-phobic hate crimes and speech unprovisioned (Hatzopoulos,2007,pp.22-
23).As for the Romani people case, the killings were not the first to be cataloged nor would be the last,
as Greek state and mentality consider Rom unpleasant, incorrigible towards regularization and a great
political, economical and cultural disadvantage (MRG,2018; Varvantakis,2021).

In such a context, LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers have to cope with an intersection of hindrances towards
their equality and rights. In the context of fascism in the country, asylum seekers experience multifold,
additive and intersectional discrimination, either against their race, origin, religion, etc., separately,
cumulatively or in synchronous interrelation (Sarris,2018). Admittedly, the greatest impact is that an
asylum seeker with diverse SOGIESC experiences double or triple risk, quadruple and so on and so
forth. Elemental cause to that is the temporality of context, spatial connotations and performative
practices of race, gender, age, etc. Identities are not unilateral and persons might experience
discrimination against different accounts, in different contexts. A white gay man in their thirties in
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Sweden may not be discriminated against yet the same man among Greek society will be
discriminated against, due to cultural contexts. Or a middle-aged cis-gender Albanian woman will face
racism in the labor market, while applying the same characteristics to an English woman, it may not
pose as racism but as marginalization (Sarris, 2018). Again cultural components of discrimination
measurements. Yet there is a type of discrimination that applies in many contexts as people face the
probability of being discriminated against a variety of their identity features, inert or constructed,
simultaneously. An LGBTQIA+ Syrian person arriving in Greece reported that being of diverse SOGI in
Syria is a life-threatening situation where “-even being an atheist was much easier” (Tyack,2017) and
arriving in Greece was not easier too, while the person continued to be discriminated this time for
their SOGIESC identity, race and refugee status. Others have reported that they often wished to have

been drowned amid the Aegean sea (Gartner,2015). These testimonies lead to essential components
of ISD, inter- and intra- discrimination LGBTQIA+ asylees may experience linked to the stigmatization
and harassment they receive from persons of their familial circle and the abuse of the self, respectively.
Inter-discrimination is expressed by the feelings of shame that exists in a person's inner self and links to
familial honor, values, and in a sense seems a reciprocal betrayal, also to systemic practices of shaming
that make the individual feel inapposite and abnormal (Papoutsi,2022; Reda & Proudfoot,2019). Intra-
discrimination on the other hand, is expressed by the feelings of guilty conscience or remorse of being
born LGBTQIA+, mirrored in situations were people claimed to have denied their SOGI identities to not
further experience violence or because it causes distress to other people that are in a risky situation as
they are, fleeing a country under threat of their lives (Alessi et al., 2018).

All'in all, it is safe to conclude that LGBTQIA+ asylees, refugees and migrants experience and live ISD at
the level of where, how and when - the performativity of their being related to their sexual orientation
and level of refugeeness, which both are constructed ideas established through time and action
(Merleau-Ponty,1962), both temporal, under the sense that various experiences make various
identities- will incorporate in a certain context and interact with certain attestations of gender
conformity. SOGIESC expressions are perceived, created and explained through the body’s
performativity in cultural and social expose but in the same time discriminated, while no-LGBTQIA+
bodies have been constructed through other empirical patterns or based on historical systemic
patterns of the gender binary (Butler,1988).

3. Methodology

In this study the ultimate goal, as mentioned, is to investigate the lived experiences of LGBTQIA+
asylees in Greece, within any level of their asylum application and advocate for their rights. To achieve
this goal and approach an adequate answer to the research questions set in previous sections the
writer chose to negotiate on the matter through sociological aspects of research and power relations,
radically encapsulated in methodological tools per se. The author, deemed it necessary to approach
the issue through the interrelation of individuals and the society they act in, as well as monitor the
processes that influence both of the actors in this relationship, basing on the acceptance that
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sociology is the nexus of human performance where power relations are well established
(Burgess,1945; Schmitz & Hamann,2022). Within such a concept, on the other hand, the reciprocal
inter-effect between the world and society creates power relations demonstrated in unsustainable
and inaccessible situations, and discrimination over inadvertent (non)refugeeness (Islam,2017).
Further conceptualizing on the world and society, and bringing up again the individual performance of
bodies, one can see how and why an act reflects on the world and how and why the this response
makes a societal behavior, a systemic one at the majority, and vice versa, thus, the interest here goes
from the situation itself to an in-depth analysis of practices that create social behavior (Tsiolis, 2014).
It is argued though that systemic constructions dominate this interrelation, and neoliberal, chauvinistic
and conformist issues affect all three participants (Kennedy & Dzialo, 2015), an argument that can
possibly be abstracted also through the reciprocal interrelation triptych of the laws’ and societal
planning reflection to a deeply traditional country, whose historicity of gender conformity is well-
founded, and this in its turn to the LGBTQIA+ asylee struggling to fit in a system they are not meant to
fit.

Moreover, important part of the matter was covered by the notions of participatory research, as the
aim was to not only acquire essential insights for the legal and social situation of asylees with varied
SOGIESC in Greece, but also gain a reciprocally proved knowledge about their situation through
participation (Bergold & Thomas, 2012). Participatory research is applied here under the contractual
type where the researcher occupies 14 professionals, e.g. lawyers, social workers, case workers, etc.,
to an all-encompassing process of generating knowledge on situated practices within organizations,
RICs, camps, etc. addressed to LGBTQIA+ (Cornwall & Jewkes, 1995).

3.1.1. Worldview and Implications

Regarding the worldviews of the present research the author based on a triumvirate of frameworks to
contextualize the findings. In particular, the constructivist, transformative and pragmatic perspectives
are applied alternately to support the aforementioned approaches and to critically negotiate in depth
the aim of the research in the first place, applying a semi-controlled interview setting. To make this
argument more clear, we base again on the attestation of the existence of power relations in methods
and methodology per se (Schmitz & Hamann,2022), as a tool for change, while the researcher intents
not only to receive answers about phenomena but also advocate for LGBTQIA+ asylees in Greece
through inducing knowledge to the participants of this research. What constructivism actually
contributes to this research, is that takes the reciprocal effect described above and places it in a new
terrain of interrelation, that of the interconnection of background input linked to the matter being
discussed and its application to the new data that emerge through the interviewer-interviewee verbal
communication. Constructivism is,hence, steadily based on prior experiences and knowledge of the
interviewees to accept a new insight as learning about and for LGBTQIA+ asylees’ case in Greece
(Kumar, 2011). Hence, while the research process itself inadvertently compels the participants to
utilize their input to unveil new insights linked to the issue negotiated in this paper, this makes the
researcher dominant of the data feed, responsible for a more guiding yet needed process regarding
the circumstances.
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As far as the transformative worldview is concerned, it poses a powerful tool for change. Its dynamic
political formula aims to politicize the oppression and discrimination LGBTQIA+ asylees suffer in
Greece, either due to their SOGIESC or their refugeeness (Cresswell, 2014). The author aspires this
research to be interpreted as a political manifesto for the multiple mistreatment against a particular
group of persons' in view of creating a new social movement in our country, which remains conformist
and illegitimate to whatever abides by the term ‘other’ (Stetsenko,2019). Transformative is also
incessantly connected with the constructivist view, while eliciting new understandings from the
participants of the research creates a nexus of social reciprocal consciousness and conscientization of
the actions taken, their effect and what these mean for another individual, which can boom into a
dynamic political voice (Schlitz et al.,2010; Schick, 1969) whose objective would be protection and
equality for SOGIESC asylum seekers.

Also, since this research places the human factor and the experiences acquired through interaction
with their environment in reaching new insights of LGBTQIA+ asylees degradation and legal un-
representation, the pragmatist philosophy comes as an ending point of exploring the issue socially
(Kelly & Cordeiro,2020). Pragmatism argues that there is no truth in the short-sighted sense, while
truth is understood through friction with the world (Kaushik & Walsh, 2019). Also, research in this case
is based in ongoing action of “what works” in negotiating and advocating for marginalized groups,
hereon LGBTQIA+ asylees in Greece (ibid).

3.1.2. Research design

For the purposes of research planning as described above, and to achieve efficiency in practice, data
are transferred and communicated through the qualitative research design, to explore and base on
personal experiences about SOGIESC, ISD and ISM in Greece, as well as negotiate on the legal planning
towards LGBTQIA+ asylees in the country. The human imprint is central to this design, expressing a
duality while the author aims and aspires to gain insights from people narrating people’s stories and
life experiences during asylum (Cresswell, 2014; Madondo, 2016). Exploring peoples’ stories is not a
plain recording process, rather a dynamic practice through narratives are reflections of our life
experiences and how our actions interact with the world we live in (Moen et al., 2006; Blumberg,2008).
And by world we mean here the society that LGBTQIA+ asylees live in, and for what is worth
investigate Greek society affects and makes their narratives (Andrews et al., 2013).An elemental tool
in decoding how social codes and performance effects LGBTQIA+ refugees in Greece and reshape their
narratives, which in turn shape other snippets of narration and so on and so forth.

On the other hand, narratives are not used in this paper to keep data restrained in texts and conclude
to overt and/or superficial assumptions but is used as a philosophical medium in interpreting the
world around us and inducing deep understandings of human inquiry, power relations, and the
construction of bodies as a social establishment and within social establishments (Spector-Mersel,
2010; Andrews et al., 2013). Narratives, articulated in interrelation to other narratives and the world
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is a powerful tool against power relations if communicated and handled flexibly and not systemically,
plainly following an all terrain perspective in the matter (ibid).

Except narratives, phenomenology accounts for a great part in this research while, mainly exploring
behaviorism and personal experience, through a breathing medium of negotiating what it means to be
an LGBTQIA+ asylee in Greece, i.e. experts on the subject, phenomena are approached not as given
objects but though practice (Van Manen,2007; Errasti-lbarrondo et al.,2018). Phenomena also, are
approached interpretively in this research, while participants adversarially describe and explore them
with consciousness (Wojnar & Swanson, 2007). Insights generate around the temporality of human
experience and agency linked to socio-political and historical constructions and context, namely how
LGBTQIA+ asylees experience asylum during the fascist, chauvinist political regime and Greece of
bigotry, while individual experience, being and becoming cannot be interpreted detached from their
surroundings, either realistic or allegorical (ibid.).

3.1.3. Research Method

Contextualizing all the above goals, qualitative research was the common denominator to implement
all the above in one, targeted plan to fit the aims of the research itself, which is to inspect laws and
social performative acts as mechanisms constructing narratives of discrimination, torture, violence,etc.
in our country and shed light to situations that only human experience can interpret (Cresswell, 2014).
Greece, as a transit point has a certain historicity of mediocre planning about and for refugee peoples,
especially for those who come from backgrounds that remain invisible and contemptible even among
the civil society’s practices and legal planning, namely LGBTQIA+ and ‘other(s)’. Qualitative interview
method is implemented here to reach inductively new understandings about the socio-political
atmosphere of Greece and its effect towards LGBTQIA+ asylees, and interpret inquiries of human
performance within this context critically (Haradhan,2018; Qu & Dumany,2011).

Claiming that qualitative study is inductive might lead to considerations linked to mirroring, namely
the exploration of a certain locus of research, LGBTQIA+ asylees’ protection and experiences at this
point, leads to insights that actually mirror the greater socio-political mentality towards LGBTQIA+ as a
factual phenomenon. This cannot be true while the applied in-depth interviews in this research
broadly facilitate a process of reciprocal data-construction among the interviewer and the
interviewees, and given that people carry their own stories, narratives, etc., there is nothing factual
around the phenomena (Qu & Dumay,2011). Thus, qualitative data collection may be structured yet it
may not be objective and determined a priori, while participants engage in a dynamic co-creation of
meaning-making to reach the situated Knowledge about phenomena (DiCicco-Bloom & Crabtree,
2006).

3.1.4. Interviews and sampling
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For the purposes and goals of the research questions, in-depth semi-structured interviews with 14
professionals working in migration and specifically with LGBTQIA+ asylees and refugees, were
introduced and implemented as the most appropriate tool. Semi-structured interviewing is used when
research itself has reached common understandings on the matter negotiated, which represent an
objective truth (Mclntosh & Morse,2015). This argument shows that semi-structured interviewing is a
process-product of a circumstantial previous research and deep literature review on the subject
negotiated, i.e. laws, protection and life experiences of LGBTQIA+ asylees in Greece, hence, the
guestions are guided in this spectrum by the researcher, and are guiding the participants to reflect
upon the shared experiences (Kallio et al.,2016; Schmidt, 2004).

The interviewees, on the other hand, were attentively selected to fit various professional backgrounds,
experience input, working within different stages of asylum processes and having at least a year of
relevant experience with LGBTQIA+ refugees and asylees. Thus, this study articulates and organizes
samples through the non-probability method. The researchers combined a dyad of non-probability
sampling, namely purposeful and snowball sampling to address and negotiate with validity in the
objective of the research. Purposeful sampling is an appropriate tool to organize samples within
qualitative and sociological research, while the researcher links potential participants’ profiles and
backgrounds with the objective and negotiates on the relevance in between (Koerber & McMichael,
2008). In addition, purposeful sampling enables flexibility and sustainability during research and for
the objective while samples are selected basing on some general traits yet no necessarily narrowing it
down to a certain group, while the objective might lead to a variety of needs, thus a variety of traits
and participants (Koerber & McMichael, 2008; Vehovar et al., 2016). Actually, purposeful sampling is
what accredits validity and credibility to this research while the objective is negotiated through
convergent variants of a group of enmeshed to the matter people, although not directly persons of
interest (Vehovar et al., 2016).

Furthermore, snowball sampling are both methods of ease in recruiting participants while once the
researcher finds an acceptable sample number then they widen their communicational net beyond
this group, to find samples from the broader background of the participants (Etikan & Bala,2017;
Koerber & McMichael, 2008). This might also signify diversity, while in this study’s case one
professional might recommend another, not particularly from the same discipline and hence, not
particularly contributing with the same experience. Also valid and credible results yield automatically
and instantaneously through snowball sampling while the interconnected network of participants,
either direct or circuitous, verify each other’s narrative given that Greece is a small country and thus,
the community working with refugees are familiar with each other more or less (Koerber &
McMichael,2008) and quite familiar with the objective from other possible angles. The lawyers are
familiar with the social workers’ experience and vice versa, the case workers issuing decisions are
familiar with the case workers’ experiences in conducting interviews and vice versa, and so on and so
forth.

Specifying the sample of this study, 14 experts associating with migration and currently working with
LGBTQIA+ asylees and refugees, take part in the interviewing process. Particularly, 4 lawyers, 4
caseworkers operating asylum interviews, 4 caseworkers issuing decisions and 2 social workers occupy
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this research and share their experiences in individual sessions. All work in different stations of duty

and were purposefully selected to cover different instances and represent different units of the

Asylum Service or Ngos, considering the research’s objective in its wider context, namely not only

investigate protection under official law but also under the law of civil society. Each participant is seen

as an agent and a cluster of the performance of civil society towards LGBTQIA+, thus, the sample had

to fit heterogeneous criteria regarding age, sex, experience, expertise, location, etc. Specifically 10

females and 4 male participants aged approximately between 27-38 years old, with varied academic

backgrounds contribute to this research. All have at least 2 plus years of experience in migration and

specifically LGBTQIA+ cases, and each has referred to at least one case that influenced them

emotionally. Most of them also continue to train on LGBTQIA+ and migration matters, gaining new

insights and re-constructing their narratives. Below a table listing the participants’ attributes.

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3.1.5. Limitations/ Ethics

In the vein of centralizing the human factor and individual experience to the research planning applied
here, certain ethical considerations were taken into account, to achieve objectivity and criticality
towards the issue negotiated. Guillemin & Gillam coined a certain term to include a variety of ethic
concerns into qualitative research, namely “ethical mindfulness” (as cited in Sperling,2022,p.2) that
actually describes how a researcher needs to be fully aware throughout the interview process of the
interviewees’ personalities and attentively hear their stories. Besides respect and account of the
person and their identity, the researcher needs to assure trustworthiness and anonymity to detach the
attention from the person giving the information to the information itself and induce enlightening
insights to the observers too.

In addition, the researcher proceeded to the interviews with neutrality and any personal thoughts,
values and opposition to normative constructions had no place within the conversations. For what is
worth though, a certain limitation here was that the questionnaire was not actually value-free, despite
utilizing open-ended questioning, while answers were inadvertently guided and remained semi-
contextualized (Blair,2016; Badgett & Crehan, 2017) although it could not be guided explicitly by
personal political views and to avoid implications in between (Sperling,2022). Actually, the purpose for
this relative control over the questions was not either to instrumentalize LGBTQIA+ asylees in exposing
Greece’s mentality towards this group not to fabricate data, but to co-construct new paths of truth
from the viewpoint of people working with LGBTQIA+ asylees and refugees in the country. In this vein,
the acceptance and realization towards a relative failure in receiving the ‘expected’ answers had to be
considered prior to the interviews, and handled with professionalism (Blair,2016).

That is why participants had the chance to avoid answering any question they thought did not fit their
values or mindset, promoting freedom of speech,thought and consciousness, autonomy in taking
control during the interview and expressing their will freely as long as the interview data remained
anonymous in the transcription process too. Other issues concerning the participants’ feelings and
thoughts, refer to their a priori oral briefing via mobile about the purposes and objectives of the
research as well as their voluntary attendance, even if they were asked from their services to
participate. Once they agreed to participate in the first contact, they received emails with all the
relevant information, time limits, interview process etc., along with an informative letter of consent
(see image i-v, Appendix B, Part 1), where they autonomously could agree to the conditions the
document provided, i.e. the recording of the interview and/or the withdrawal of certain data, etc.
Considerations also regarding groups of participants working in the Asylum Service, included an Access
Request and consent from the head of administration, to conduct research with employees of the
Service. Moreover, besides access and consent the interviewees were informed about their rights
before, during and after the interview and received also the recordings and transcribed document
linked to their interview in their emails followed by a reminder of their right to lift consent, to ask for
data omission, etc.

Hence, online synchronous interviews were arranged, mainly via Webex and Skype, to fit the needs for
data collection from participants working at various fields in migration in various spots in Greece.

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Utilizing technological media in qualitative research is of quintessential importance and usability as
information and messages may be carried and/or communicated through a variety of cues, while the
researcher could record both audio and visuals, the participants were able to link the shared data or
their narratives to photos, web-links, videos or other elements to support their arguments and all in all
“information-carrying capacity” (Tucker & Parker, 2019, p. 1492, as cited in de Villiers et al., 2022, p. 3)
was neither conventional nor flat. Visual cues produced non-verbal messages which contributed
greatly to the shared information and promoted a relative forwardness in between. Moreover, hosting
interviews online gave the participants the opportunity to negotiate on the matter from the safety and
ease of their homes or working places, which succeeded in casualness, directness and friendliness. It
has also flattened distance issues, so the researcher had the opportunity to enrich their sample-range
and include persons from different disciplines (Lo lacono et al., 2016). Online meetings also gave the
opportunity to the participants to have a recording of the video chats too, if requested and after
receiving consent from the researcher and also provided convenience, flexibility and independence as
interviews could be cut into two parts recorded on different days to fit the participants schedules
(Moylan et al., 2015; Lo lacono et al., 2016).

3.1.6. Discourse analysis

Having already outlined the necessity and avail of semi-structured interviews as the medium of
gathering and introducing data to this research, we should not fail to explain the techniques and
methods of data processing and instrumentalization to better convey the objective. In general, this
study bases on both previous knowledge, observations and studies from previous years and on new
data that emerge from interviews, in an attempt to create a new dataset circling asylum seeking in
Greece for persons with SOGIESC (Harell & Bradley,2009). Secondary data might not be restricted to
articles and books while this research utilized statistics, surveys and reports to connect situated with
raw information. Critical discourse analysis is the primal tool in communicating data through a
dichotomy, namely subjectivity and objectivity as the aim was to keep participants’ narratives genuine
yet disconnect them from bias regarding what is right to say and what is not (Groeben & Rustemeyer,
1994). Both principles are catered in this study and mediated by SSI while consensus affirms that there
are several, if not many, studies that assert a relative objective truth on experiences of SOGIESC
asylees in Greece yet subjective knowledge is obscure (Mcintosh & Morse,2015), while SOGIESC
refugees rights and experiences during asylum do not cover large part in research. And subjective in
the level that represents witness statements based on empirical performance.

In addition, contextualizing the dynamic critical discourse dyad, critical discourse is used generally to
analyze both secondary and primary data, covering any mode of communicating speech and delivering
messages and is actually linked to conversation and content analysis. Discourse refers to any written,
verbal or visual communication and the interpretation of their distribution to the world (Schreier,
2012; Fairclough,1995), thus aiming to analyzing not only conversational cues as data mediums but
also investigate their content, practices of conversation construction and influence and language as a
dynamic social practice itself (Fairclough & Fairclough,2012). Critical on the other hand, regard the
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quality of interpretative assumptions around discourse analysis and merely explains that analyses
should be approached with conscientization and dynamic emotional intelligence to achieve inter-
subjectivity in data (Schreier, 2012; Anssi,2004). And inter-subjectivity articulates social skills,
conscious assumptions and awareness in discourse, and thus, we can achieve a certain level of
objectivity too. Critical addresses the in-depth hermeneutics in analyses of texts.

Addressing the critical discourse paradigm here, we acknowledge that language is not utterly used to
communicate a message rather that it is a dynamic social practice and thus, is constructed and
temporal. The temporality of language as a social practice is explained through historical, social,
political influence and constructions that define it and discern it in time (Gill,2000; Fairclough et al.,
2011). Hence, language interacting with particular contexts may create varied significations,
understanding and multifarious action. This action is political and constructs a variety of new social
and ideological cues in solving a problem rather than simply investigating it (Potter, 2012; O’Keefe,
2012). Or, summarizing all the above, the interrelatedness of action, context, power and ideology at
the same time, determine the constructs of situated knowledge where the social agents digest or
reject ideologies as common sense (Van Dijk,1995).

3.1.7. Validity and Credibility

Conducting research is a certain task that demands valid and credible data, while it serves a certain
cause. Either qualitative or quantitative research, data shall not be random assumptions based on
subjective considerations rather should be presented with evidence-based diligence, address
interdisciplinary agency and heterogeneity in sampling, but homogeneity in presenting a construct of
hermeneutic reality, and reflect the newest theories circling a specific matter, while theories are also
temporal and ever-changing through historical,political,social agents (Heale & Twycross, 2015;
Merriam,1995). Achieving validity is an interrelatedness between sincerity, quality, dependability,
confirmability and transferability of the findings so that the objective of the study can be cross-
checked in different contexts and under different circumstances (Quintao, et al., 2020; Guion,2002).
Validity is a much needed parameter in conducting research, simply because it accredits truthfulness
to the findings straightforwardly, depending on mechanisms and techniques that attach importance,
purpose, consistency and equivalence to data (Mohamad et al., 2015; Golafshani,2003). This research
clearly applies three particles of validity, namely content and construct validity and triangulation in
reassuring trustworthiness of the data and integrity of methods used. Content validity is a process that
describes how well the objective is covered by the mediums of research and/or measures if the
relative truth that this study attempts to achieve is measured clearly and adequately (Heale &
Twycross, 2015; Taderhoost, 2016). Construct validity on the other hand, seems to serve a dual cause
in accrediting or working for validity in research while seeking compatibility among interpretative
realities of the participants on the same issue, is facing how well do the in-depth interviews and the
sample adequately address the objective(ibid). Last but not least, data triangulation creates a self-
assessing and self-validating ambit where data from a variety of sources, samples and mechanisms of
analysis, namely reports, articles, etc., discourse analysis and experts from different disciplines in this
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study, engage in a reciprocal authentication and cross-check process (Guion, 2022; Quintao, et al.,
2020) Triangulation is elemental in qualitative research while the latter claims that if truth is not fixed
then extracted data are subjective realities which are constructed through empiricism, and thus, the
logical assumption is that triangulation fits unanimously these varied empirical narratives to the
objective being negotiated (Patton,2002).

Credibility and/or reliability on the other hand, is assured through both the agency of the results and
the performance of the agent. Findings may be credible to the level that the researcher specializes on
the topic being negotiated as well as has spent adequate quality time researching for this project.
Regarding training on the issue examined the researcher has been associating with migration issues
and research the last 2 and a half years at a Master's level, specializing or more likely addressing an
interest in the legal provisions, experiences and inclusion of various refugee groups in reception
countries, as well as participating in conferences about migration with study proposals; their extensive
experience in teaching and coaching refugees of all age groups during biennial volunteer work and the
practicum conducted within the Master’s and last but not least freestanding courses on gender,society
and intersectionality taken at Karlstad University, attest that there is adequate training in the notions
examined and has brought valuable insights to the study. Credibility is also assured through the quality
and quantity of literature reviewed, for it is recent and serves interdisciplinarity, as well as the
adherence of the data collection process to the protocols, i.e. recording the interviews and analyzing
data through discernment (Quintdo, et al., 2020). In my closing remarks, qualitative research reliability
bases majorly on triangulation, where data are confirmed but not on the strict sense of study
repetition but based on the consistency and dependability of results in relation to other findings
(Merriam,1995).

4. Findings

This chapter introduces the major findings extracted and negotiated through this study, which are
documented either using percentages if their answers match, or juxtaposing them in cases of
conflicting opinion, experience or mentality on issues that directly answer the research questions. The
results link to whether there are adequate laws in European and domestic level to fit the needs of
LGBTQIA+ asylees and refugees and how do LGBTQIA+ asylees experience asylum and socialization in
Greece in regard to their SOGIESC and refugeeness. During individual in-depth face-to face
negotiations the participants’ were called to answer questions concerning their interpretations and
narratives towards LGBTQIA+ asylum seeking community and familiarity of laws applied and to
illustrate the extent of persons’ persecution and violence on accounts of their SOGIESC. Moreover,
their responses, either directly or indirectly, took transformative and political action in negotiating
about chauvinist Greece as a cause for inadequate laws and no rights for LGBTQIA+ asylees, staging
examples of their empirical performance at the center of the conversation. Elemental to their
responses was how their perceptions combined with new insights to create sincere reconsiderations
about SOGI identity.
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The analysis begins with data linking to the common questions asked to participants and continues
with results from each group separately, based on questions linked to their professional experience
only. We divide participants in 4 major analysis groups, in regard to their profession, discipline and
type of assistance they offer to LGBTQIA+ asylees, the experience they have or knowledge generated
in associating with LGBTQIA+ asylees in Greece. The goal of responses’ compartmentalization is dual,
assuredly to highlight expertise and knowledge of certain professionals to certain issues to gain
credible results, but also have clear results for every group and make it easier to adduce comparative
analysis in the final chapter. The comparative analysis of the data extracted by interviews serve the
purpose of weighing the awareness, knowledge, stance of professionals in negotiating issues that
require transdisciplinary knowledge and information, as the questions remain in the most part
common. This method serves discourse and content analysis best, while we see how each group
answers to the research questions, in particular RQ1 and RQ2, balancing their answers between the
ethics of their profession and personal beliefs. The case of RQ3 is different while it addresses a more
subtle issue which is conveyed by performance through interviews. To make this thought clear, while
participants respond to questions of the interview and give instant data, RQ3 requires a deeper
investigation and interpretation of both the data, comparative analysis and visuals to answer it. Do the
participants show skepticism towards LGBTQIA+ or their persecution, discrimination? Do they agree
with laws, do they take action against LGBTQIA+ sexism or have they been institutionalized in the
phrase “as long as they do not advertise their sex-life they do not bother me” that characterizes the
seemingly LGBTQIA+ supportive Greek civil society ? Participants are seen as social agents mirroring a
certain community of perceptions but also transferring other communities’ mentality towards
SOGIESC and refugeeness through their narratives, thus automatically we gain answers if social
performances and legal planning serve democracy and equality under law. Each group received a
certain set of questions, many of which are the same or coincide conceptually, as the aim was to
negotiate the research questions thoroughly for each of the disciplines and duty stations separately.

4.1.1. Common Questions

Taking all the above into consideration, question number one addressed to all professionals seemed a
bit generic yet quite critical in setting the basis of the interviews’ results. The question asked
participants to share the years of experience in migration, and which are their experiences on asylum
processes regardless of the stage that it refers to. All 14 participants had asylum-relevant experience
exceeding 2 years, specifically almost 28% of them had experience over 3 years, another 28% had at
least 5 years of experience in asylum while approximately the 15% had over 8. The remaining 30%
mentioned having either interrupted or limited experience although over 2 years at least. Below
follows an exemplary chart (image a) outlining the average participant profile (image b). According to
lawyers and social workers asylum processes in their majority were commonly addressed to persons’
not taking into account special needs and SOGIESC clearly and highlighted that LGBTQIA+ asylum cases
were seen as cases after recorded police violence against asylees or pressure from the organizations
they work. Others mentioned that each person working with LGBTQIA+ asylees cannot be sure where
the day will take them as it is quite unpredictable what issues may emerge. All have mentioned to
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have taken part to defending or supporting LGBTQIA+ asylees in general during asylum processes.
Representative statements of these data are seen below:

On the other hand, caseworkers either associating with the interview stage or issuing decisions , in
their majority had major quality experience in asylum while their responsibilities varied from
conducting interviews to monitoring safe third countries and/or applying legal provisions if necessary,
so many deemed their post critical. In contrast, others deemed it very simple highlighting the major
obligation of each caseworker, namely proper preparation. Some of them described their experience
as a quest of new knowledge while some admit they learned something new while others accept that
they reconsidered how they perceive LGBTQIA+. Whichever the case they seemed also to recognize
major law provisions yet decoupling it from their agency:

Continuing, the second question asked to all professionals irrespectively aimed mainly to measure the
values and mentality of the participants towards LGBTQIA+ asylees and investigate if they are aware of
the asylum processes and in extend asylum laws offered in our country towards them. All participants
proved familiarity with the definitions and terminology of the umbrella term LGBTQIA+ but a few

seemed to interpret and apply the term SOGI, knowledge limited among the caseworkers mainly. Thus,
the questions utilized LGBTQIA+ from both parts, and the results showed that all seemed to receive
and talk about this community with ease, reporting that mostly go with the ethics of profession and
not according to their beliefs when managing a case, illustrated facts and severity while describing
their attrition with the community either directly or indirectly. Some have also mentioned that these
people often confront persecution on the basis of many reasons but mainly on accounts of their sexual
orientation, or even the collision of sexual orientation and gender identity. As far as their knowledge
towards laws for LGBTQIA+, asylum laws and practices that Greece applies, most of them could not
give a certain answer, while others proved that no particular or special handling is applied:

Almost all have also highlighted critical issues of being an LGBTQIA+ asylee, prioritizing the legal
recognition of gender as the major obstacle within Greek law. Many went deeper, illustrating directly
the limited efforts of the government in addressing equal rights for neither the LGBTQIA+ civilian nor
asylees, which is even riskier according to some given that neither civil nor asylum laws and rights are
delivered adequately:

Regarding the third in line common question addressed to the participants, concerning the identity
descriptors asylees utilized in meetings they had with the professionals of this study. This question was
customized for the caseworkers issuing decisions while they do not come directly in touch with
LGBTQIA+ asylees, who were asked how they perceive the identities present besides the gender binary
and how do they differentiate the notions sex and gender. This question may not be identical with the
other one yet also approaches the issue of self-identification of asylees while caseworkers investigate
what asylees have said in the interviews and in reception and hold a general image of how they
actually identify. The common locus of the intention here is how participants perceive the identities
surpassing the gender binary, linked to asylees outside from the LGBTQIA+ paradigm they have in
mind. in general. Hence, the issues raised regarding this question were multifarious and all
participants, besides the common facts they shared, reported different issues in articulating the
LGBTQIA+ terminology within a discussion with an asylee of SOGIESC.

The results in their majority show that terminology is divided geographically in regards of
interpretation, use and identification too. Many participants seemed to have false perceptions in
approaching an LGBTQIA+ person or admitted to have over-utilized unknown terminology with the
beneficiaries or even westernizing LGBTQIA+ identity, which led to counter-results in their meetings.
Also, illustrating psychological facts, fear, angst and shame were the dominating feelings that
participants’ mentioned that asylees usually have, who are afraid to declare their gender identity and
restrict themselves in declaring the sex assigned to them at birth. This raises several issues later,
according to professionals, in all stages of their application, while data from the reception process
collide with data in the interviews, but we will see it thoroughly later on. The underlying thought here
is that they do not often know how to self-identify, or in case they do know, they are afraid or do not
feel comfortable sharing sensitive information with a stranger. Main arguments justifying all the above
are seen below:

Accordingly the next common question addressed to the sample, which aimed to exhibit data on the
criticality of the presence of interpreters during the meetings of asylees and professionals, was also
customized for caseworkers in the decision stage, yet again transferring the same idea. The main
purpose was to investigate if asylees have the right of information in their language which facilitates
all processes of asylum for both the asylum seekers and the people associating with them. The results
show that all parties use interpreters and/or cultural mediators during their meetings or while
communicating the decision result to asylees, in the case of caseworkers issuing decisions. It is
mentioned that asylees can have the information they need available in their language yet there are
issues when communicating difficult notions like gender identity or other issues that are not as simple
as describing a common day or introducing themselves. There is the major collision as mentioned,
between translation and interpretation while the one does not actually imply the other integrally. In
addition, many reported that shortages and gender imbalance of interpreters cause many procedural
and mental issues, indicative examples are seen below:

Furthermore, lawyers, caseworkers conducting interviews and social workers had the chance to get
more common questions, as distinct from the caseworkers issuing the decision, given that the
former directly associate with the living body of LGBTQIA+ asylees while the latter only receive
information in text form and do not interact directly with the asylees. Thus, they will be excluded
from this section of data exhibition. The question concerned again the issue of the interpreters yet
at this time it directly asked participants whether they have been in a situation where a cultural
mediator false interprets intentionally and how they or the organization they worked handled the
issue, in view of the asylees’ protection. All participants mentioned several challenges within the
process while most of the time interpreters and cultural mediators share the same cultural and
religious backgrounds with the asylees and this might be complex. In particular, participants
mentioned cases where interpreters mis-interpret the asylees’ words to fit their standards or even
became vocal against them, which seized the process regardless of the case. A variety of
experiences below showcase the issues mentioned:

Moving on, another issue raised and addressed to all indiscriminately was if discrimination,
degradation, violence, torture of LGBTQIA+ asylees and breach of their rights in general is a result
of inadequate law or a malfunction of administration and state legal aid system. In this section
there was the consensus that a simultaneous synchronized malfunction of all is what causes
actually, or actually extends the LGBTQIA+ asylee’s persecution and discrimination in Greece. A
striking 100% admitted that nothing works actually as it should be, many mentioned again the
absent laws and recognition of identity even for LGBTQIA+ civilians, contrasting it to the uncertain
fate of asylees. Despite the consensus, participants basing on their perceptions and beliefs either
subtly or directly administered the gravity of fault to different systems or prioritized the agents of
blame as shown in the following:

Closing the agenda of data extracted at a common locus yet within varied contexts, participants were
asked how they perceive vulnerability and if laws accredit asylees with vulnerability among other
guarantees, and if they do at which level. The question’s second sub-question prompted participants
to think about what goes wrong in cases where vulnerability is not acknowledged and suggest legal or
administrative modifications to reverse the situation. Data here were divided in two halves , 50%
claimed that vulnerability should be recognized and is actually acknowledged while the other 50%
claimed that this is not an existing case. The reason of this division lies actually at the term of
vulnerability itself, while the former perceived it empathically as a trait of a person being in a soft spot,
while the latter explained it basing in vulnerability as status, like refugee status etc., which is being
acknowledged legally to UAM, women, etc. The first half claim that vulnerability is given at a triple,
quadruple, etc. level to LGBTQIA+ asylees while they suffer from a variety of persecutions, and these
claims bring ISD and ISV at the forefront while the second half supported that being an LGBTQIA+
asylee does not make you a vulnerable person, which link to the existing legal provisions. The
conflicting ideas, or to put it right the varied perceptions of vulnerability are cited below:

4.1.2. Interviews with Lawyers

Concerning the interviews with lawyers, all were conducted within a short time, as to not fail to link
previous information with new and keep up with legal terminology if any, as the researcher does not
have any significant law education.

The first question (see Appendix C, image a) addressed to lawyers concerned their action against the
verbal or physical attacks asylees experience by beneficiaries with same cultural backgrounds. It also
addressed the organizations’ actions, if the participant worked in one, in protecting LGBTQIA+ asylees
against violence, how they preserve such incidents or how they handle a product case. 75% of the
participants (i.e. 4 people in total) who work in an organization mentioned that in product incidents of
violence there is a certain procedure that they follow, where they address either the security director
of the structure or the head of administration of the organization they belong to. Also they highlighted
the cooperation among different professionals to cope with such problems and that the approach was
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dimensional, meaning that a team of professionals was working with the victim and another team with
the abuser. In addition, at the level of product hate speech or physical abuse all have applied the
ethics of empathy, emotional intelligence and delicate handling in approaching the asylee without
further traumatizing them. Now, at the level of preserving any violence, according to the participants,
organizations applied a different hosting principle of arranging events separately for LGBTQIA+ asylees,
offering them information about violence and their rights against violence while some organizations
arranged patrol officers who paid 2-3 visits a year in structures to report anything that was worth
reporting and invite LGBTQIA+ asylees to briefing events and seminars. The participant working
individually mentioned the same from their experience associating with an organization while at the
level of freelancing it is more difficult to act. The most resonating results are given below:

Question number two, had lawyers to answer on the time span of asylum applications applied by
LGBTQIA+ and report any different handling among the applications of LGBTQIA+ and non-LGBTQIA+
asylees. The results have shown that any of the participants could either talk about specific time limits
or any legal and administrative principle of processing applications in a short time to protect asylees,
and although there are specific legal provisions that demand a short time in processing an application
it is not followed.

The following question addressed to lawyers concerned a multilevel issue and they were called to
share cases where asylees declared their sex assigned at birth during reception and identification and
not their gender while experiencing fear, pressure or shame. Then, answering to two sub-questions
they were asked to respond if they can locate the reason for such a practice on behalf of the asylees
and comment using their expertise which is the process in case an LGBTQIA+ asylee wants actually to
change this declaration to add their gender identity. According to all participants and concerning both
the question and the sub-questions there are great problems raised in any case. Procedures are
lengthy, difficult and often extendendly stalled or neglected while issues of the reliability and
credibility of an asylee and their application raise, and by extension issues of mis-trust of the reasons
for applying for protection in the first place. Yet they all agree that asylees choose to declare their sex
while they feel directly threatened and prefer to wait that be battered. Below answers of two
participants are given for both the sub-questions:

Linking the issue of the legal recognition of identity in Greece participants where asked if they had
such a case, where an LGBTQIA+ asylee wanted to change their identity in official papers and which is
their experience. Only one person described the procedure that must be followed in such a case,
based on their expertise and experience. They mentioned that

In addition they were asked about the reservation centers where an LGBTQIA+ asylee will be
transferred in case of administrative detention, if they will be transferred to establishments same as
non-LGBTQIA+ and which are the living conditions at these centers and the RICs they have worked.
There are no separate establishments for administrative detention for LGBTQIA+ not even categorized
by sex, according to participants, which means that women and LGBTQIA+ remain locked with non-
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LGBTQIA+ enduring a quite risky situation. One participant also reported that detention is illegal and
unspecified, and often violates EU laws by applying detention to vulnerable groups.

Finally, the participants of this category were also asked to share their experiences in escorting
LGBTQIA+ asylees in hearings in court or in the interview, and also to cite any incident of violence
reported to them while working with LGBTQIA+ asylees. Most participants claimed that escorting an
asylee of SOGIESC in such important meetings that are a milestone to their fate is an emotional
process for both parties, especially in cases where they could do anything further to help them. On the
other hand they mentioned extreme police violence, hate speech and exploitation within camp and
RIC premises by people of the same nationality or people living under the same roof.

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4.1.3. Interviews with Social Workers

Stepping into the analysis of the interviews with social workers, the initial question (sse Appendix C,
image b) addressed to them concerned the responsibilities and obligations they have towards a case,
either the person or the situation, and to enlighten the researcher, the audience and stakeholders of
this study which are their duties towards an asylee and/or a refugee. Professionals from this category
that took part in the study were only two, yet both contribute essentially to the research’s goals. Both
participants claimed that their activity as social workers is actually a joint action of many deeds. From
the answers listed below, social workers play the role of mentors and/or coaches who commit in
investigating a case to the tiniest detail in assisting an asylee adequately. According to their answers it
is evident that social workers are in the first line of supporting and preparing the asylee for their
journey in claiming asylum. This question also involved participants in explaining what they take into
account in advance before taking and cataloging the asylees’ history and if they associate with other
professionals during this process. Both participants claim that extracting and composing the history is
a demanding process where they have to combine essential values, research and professionalism in
obtaining trustworthy information to assure at the outset that the asylee will not be exposed in any
danger or fall into discrepancies in their claims.

Another elemental question that directly links to the above was whether the collective effort of
professionals brought better results to the asylees’ cases. According to social workers of this study, it
did, while their cases could be approached from any possible angle and serve better the cause. For

The second exclusive question addressed to them was to share their knowledge and experience
regarding the living conditions of LGBTQAI+ asylees in camps and RICs. Both professionals supported
that the establishments offered that host asylees, the people working with them and the Greek
mentality towards migration are positively different in contrast to the first years of migration.
Although they also admitted that living and socializing as an LGBTQAI+ asylee in Greek camps, RICs,

etc., is a great effort and still, a dangerous situation.

A third question addressed an investigation of both the frequency of (reported) violence incidents in
accounts of SOGIESC, while this was a question addressed to lawyers too, but also the type of action
the professional and organization took to handle them. The question came with two sub- questions,
the former concerned the mechanisms social workers utilized in understanding the problem and its
trustworthiness as communicated by the victim while the latter concerned the reasons for the violent
incident. According to the participants’ beliefs and experiences the number of incidents as a product
are many yet the reports are few, because fear dominates. In addition, when it comes to ensuring
credibility of the incident, participants mentioned that organizations apply a technique of monitoring-
assessing situations within the establishments’ premises and finally accorded the incentive of these
attacks to administrative and building inadequacies, cultural and religious reasons as well as
incrimination of SOGIESC.

The final question concerned the action taken by organization the participant works with, regarding
cases where asylees were amid hormonal therapy during COVID-19. Participants argued that COVID19

was a biennial challenge that left LGBTQIA+ asylees receiving hormonal therapy not only distraught
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but also caused them great mental instability and following their strict detention within camps and
exclusion from the health system. This situation resulted, according to the interviewees, to further

exclusion, discrimination and angst as they had to manage a crisis within a crisis.

4.1.4. Interviews with Case Workers- Interview stage

Continuing with the major findings of this study, the researcher addressed their interest to
caseworkers conducting interviews and their experiences in interviewing LGBTQIA+ asylees. The 4
professionals, who do not share the same discipline particularly, were asked questions regarding the
circumstances and prerequisites of an interview for asylum. The first question(see Appendix C, image c)
addressed to them was direct and clear, asking them to talk about how they prepare themselves
before an interview session. According to 100% of them preparation is necessary before every
interview, to study the directions given by the Service but also examine thoroughly the interviewees
file, which basing on the responses links to the asylees’ country of origin, claims in RICs (i.e. reasons
for asylum, gender, sexual orientation, etc.). Some of them also mentioned that it is really important
to create a safe and friendly environment for the asylee while they are in a really stressful situation
and what matters is to achieve a natural narration, nothing more nothing less. So, according to the
most interesting findings:

In the second question caseworkers were called to shed some light at the issue of credibility during an
interview, and what mechanisms do they have in measuring internal and external reliability. The 50%
of the participants prioritized internal factors like emotions and body language by both parties, or the
claims in reception as the most important denominators of credibility while the other half mentioned
also external factors (i.e. collateral information or narratives about the stakeholder, or the situation
existing in their countries of origin). Contrasting responses represent a 50% claiming that if they have
applied at least two special techniques of approaching the asylee and they still are reluctant to share
details in the interview, they proceed with the decision with any clues they have. The other 50%
though, spoke about a combination of consciousness and objectivity and expended every possible
resource of having the LGBTQIA+ asylees share personal information and achieve the goal of seeking
asylum in accounts of SOGIESC. Finally the 75% did not answer if they find interviews with LGBTQIA+
asylees more demanding in terms of preparation and effort, possibly because they missed during the
interview, while one person claimed that they possibly are.

Seeking more detail around credibility and taking into account the varied ISD or ISV LGBTQIA+ asylees
might suffer, case workers were asked how would adapt the techniques mentioned above in case an
interviewee comes with validated proof of being a victim of torture, rape, etc., or suffer from mental
disorder. The results brought up different parameters that the participants think are most critical. 1/4
answered that administration and medical files accompanying the asylee are critical in examining a
case where the interviewee cannot achieve internal credibility due to incohesive speech, while 1/4
explained that given that the asylee comes with evidence of being a victim, they are assigned to
psychologists first, then recognized as vulnerable and when they come to the interview the
caseworker must follow the directions present for vulnerable persons and issue special procedural
guarantees. 2/4 on the other hand highlighted the contribution of doctors in the process who are
responsible of giving proper medication to asylees before interviews, if they need medication, in cases
that the latter are having nervous breakdowns or other issues that might hinder the process. They
mentioned also that being too friendly or relaxed with the asylee is against ethics:

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The next question addressed to them, concerned the quality of questions at this time to fit the asylees
language, education, religious, etc., backgrounds. According to the results a 50% focused on the
educational and language background mainly while only the 25% highlighted the attention a
caseworker might pay in over-utilizing the LGBTQIA+ terminology especially if the person has not self-
identified as any of them. Nevertheless, 100% explained that the interview process must remain
simple whether interviewing an LGBTQIA+ asylee or a non-LGBTQIA+ while the focus is to have a
decent reliable narrative and nothing more, but in any case they try to facilitate the process and the

asylee in narrating.

For the next question, the researcher again addressed two sub-questions to provide a wider space of
negotiating the issue of having asylees whose gender claims differ during documentation in reception
and the claims they make during the interview. The caseworkers were asked to describe such cases,
illustrate how they handle them and express their personal thoughts on why this is happening in the
first place. Any and all, claim that clever handling is dominant in case a caseworker sees that an asylee
is inconsistent at their claims and also avoid further elaborating an issue. They also supported that
except for religious and cultural reasons, often psychological reasons come to the forefront to explain

why they fall into contradictions.

Ultimately, they were asked to describe a case where an LGBTQIA+ asylee reported an attack against
them in accounts of their SOGIESC, either in their countries of origin or in Greece. A subquestion here
too, encouraged them to share their beliefs on why this happens. 50% of them said that they have not
handled such a case but described cases of crimes reported to their colleagues. The other half could
think of at least two cases but they all agreed that crimes in their majority remain hidden due to fear.,
although they are all familiar that such incidents are frequent. 100% of them believe that the incidents
are an aftereffect of dogmatism against LGBTQAI+:

4.1.5. Interviews with Case Workers- Decision Stage

Closing the apposition of data extracted in this study, the researcher addressed several questions to
caseworkers associating with the decision stage, to present a relatively complete image of the
situation this study stresses on.

Except for the common questions, caseworkers received questions that concern the decision process
and techniques in achieving as much as possible fairness and consistency in the responsibilities drawn
by EU regulations. The first question (see Appendix C, image d) regarded the quality of the
responsibilities a case worker has in the decision stage. All participants said that except examining a
case and assigning a validating or rejecting decision they have to handle some administrative
responsibilities too. Though none of them explained what these responsibilities are.

For the next question case-workers were asked what they do in case they receive documents where
the asylee openly claims their LGBTQIA+ identity. Actually, this question directly asks them what they
have to do and what they actually do according to their ethics and beliefs in issuing a decision in such
a case. According to their responses, first they base on a triptych of cohesion, consistency and
accuracy of the various documents they receive to measure credibility of the claims and the case itself.
Secondly they have to examine the situation and laws towards LGBTQIA+ in their countries of origin
and in general the existing data in countries of origin, while according to them, an LGBTQIA+ might not
face death penalty but rape, or vice versa. They mentioned that they have to be thorough, respect the
directives they receive from the Service and be mindful of every information.

Quite surprisingly, given that these professionals are at the ending point of an application, if it is
approved, they do not know how many cases of LGBTQIA+ asylum claims are applied during a year
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approximately in Greece. They also, do not have any clue of how many applications received approval
and according to them that is due to the absence of tactical data, research and attention on this
matter:

Moving on, the participants were asked the level of experience they have on issuing decisions and if
they have received, or still receiving training regarding LGBTQIA+. Relevant sub-questions also asked
them to illustrate the training thematic and objective and whether this training influenced their
mentality towards LGBTQIA+ and how. All participants said that they have received at least the
standard SOGI training, and one participant said that this training is constant, associating with various
issues concerning LGBTQIA+. In addition, they claimed that SOGI training was about, except what does
LGBTQIA+ means, the notions of minority, gender expression/identity and sexual orientation, about
laws towards LGBTQIA+, vulnerability and persecution in accounts of SOGIESC.

Within the following question on how do case-workers of this stage can examine credibility, in
particular when they receive an interview report which is incoherent and short, the participants
claimed that this is a challenging process, as they cannot directly ask the person or the interviewee,
nor rearrange their questions to them. They are limited in examining over and over again the
information relevant to the asylee individually (i.e. place of origin, first claims on seeking asylum and
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sex/gender, etc.). Any and all, highlighted that they need to be objective and go by the book in issuing
a decision, not failing to include every possible situation and take into account every possible
information.

Finally, a rather important question addressed to them, is if they can have information about the
previous stage, namely the interview, except the interview documents. They were asked if, in case
there is some monitoring and briefing of the interview process, a caseworker in the interview stage
has used illicit techniques to extract info, how do they examine the case and which are the parameters
taken into account in issuing the decision, given the circumstances. According to them they do not
have such information, but they all trust that operators of the Asylum Service are trained and
experienced persons and by no means would go off limits, except very limited cases. But in such
limited cases, and if they feel that there is something wrong with the interview document, they ask for
a second interview. Whichever the case though, they admitted that they base in the information they
extract from all possible resources, and nothing further:

5. Discussion
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Following the analyses and negotiations set in the aforementioned, we shant fail to address the most
elemental interpretations driven by a reciprocal interchange of interview data, previous researches on
the field of asylum and gender as well as the society and the social person, as dynamic variants of
interpreting the burning issues that this study aims to approach. All three research questions
separately and explicitly contextualize the notions of ISD, ISV and ISM, where the causes of LGBTQIA+
asylees’ encroachment of rights lie. All three questions are simultaneously an extender of the other or
more likely the conscious prerequisite for the other to exist, as if there are not efficient laws there is
not democracy among the civil society nor asylum planning fit for persons on the run.

Regarding the efficiency of international and Greek Laws towards LGBTQIA+ asylum seekers, the
interpretation based on the data demonstrated above does not bring up or negotiate any issue of
laws’ efficiency rather than laws’ inexistence in the first place. Main to the participants’ claims, an
underlying thought, of laws of inequality and invisibility hovers close enough to the bitter admittance
that LGBTQIA+ community remains the most underrepresented ‘otherness’ under law and the most
neglected ‘otherness’ under efficient law. We must not get confused between these two, while law
may be credited via official documents yet not being applied at all, not to mention efficiently.
Efficiency of international laws towards LGBTQIA+ rights and how it is applied in the Greek
jurisprudence is an objective that for the majority of this study’s sample does not represent a reality,
while the Greek government and state adopt half-meters in addressing equal rights. Downsizing legal
issues addressed to LGBTQIA+ Greeks to the case of LGBTQIA+ applicants, we see that the latter are
subjected to the limitations of both the international LGBTQIA+ and asylum laws as well as the
domestic. In particular it is determined in this study the Greek government and by extent the Greek
lawmaking body demonstrate a plan based on the 4-axial model of the EU Committee, addressing
LGBTQIA+ rights in labor market, migration, health, also regarding hate speech and discrimination,
although the plans and agendas are actually applied partially or not applied at all. Particularly for
migration, as emerged by the data, there are no laws that address LGBTQIA+ asylees’ rights at any
level, as persons remain persecuted and unprotected under official tools, simply because according to
this study there are no efficient laws addressed to the Greek LGBTQIA+ community as set by
Sotiropoulos in 2022 and confirmed by participants’ narrations and reports of extreme police and
state violence against LGBTQIA+ daily. Also, the participants’ disengagement and unfamiliarity of the
particular official state law addressed to LGBTQIA+ in Greece and the synchronous citing of
movements’ action in addressing LGBTQIA+ rights in the country, as the main resource
communicating their knowledge about LGBTQIA+ community, reveals a situation where laws are
absent and neglected. Sotiropoulos’s claim that laws are neutralized by practices or other laws that
conditionalize human rights for LGBTQIA+ (2022 )is also confirmed in the studies of Papadaki and their
associates in 2022 and Remoundou also the same year, regarding the laws on civil union and adoption,
and acknowledged also by this research while great part of the sample supported that laws if not
invisible are misplaced and exclusive enough to be laws for further downgrading rather than
equalizing. In addition, any law articulated by the Greek Law enforcement regarding the prohibition of
penalizing sexual orientation, identity and expression, is not applied as explicitly driven by only three
participants, illustrating cases of killings and violence in accounts of SOGIESC that prompted law
enforcement, and/or further legal planning. These claims link and affirm relevant studies (ECRI,2022;
Lavelle,2022;Amnesty International, 2023) that incriminate the present laws of prompting
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discrimination daily. And again this penalization seems also to hover around a dipole in this research
too, confirming Yarwood and their colleagues that laws are unilateral and conditional, while only a
small part of the sample addressed absent laws and by extent ongoing violence towards transgender,
bisexual, intersex persons in account of both their sexual expression and gender identity, especially in
asylum reception. The dipole lies between discrimination towards gays and lesbians while other
identities are left out, opposing relevant studies like Papadakis and their colleagues (2022) advertising
the inclusion of trangender in the right of sexual citizenship and right of not being discriminated.
Papadakis and their colleagues are proven wrong while according to participants of this study hate
speech, hate crimes and violence, weigh upon transgender people more than any other person of
SOGIESC.

Contextualizing this situation to asylum law planning in Greece, identity per se, is another parameter
proving the insufficient laws, seeing it directly within asylum laws, while it affects asylees the most,
given that Greek LGBTQIA+ can legally recognize their gender identity detached from their sex while
LGBTQIA+ asylees cannot without being considered incredible or without the necessary documents, i.e.
birth certificate, etc., or even not having the knowledge to do so which relates to Rehaag’s study in
2019. And in cases where asylees claim their biological identity in reception and then wanted to
change it, this is a process that remains open at any case. This study supports that proving your
identity legally and procedurally is impossible and the results are detention and not granting asylum.
Asylum laws, according to this study, neutralize any efficient laws left, i.e. law about the legal
recognition of identity while during reception LGBTQIA+ persons remain discriminated against and in
this context no one claims their gender. In this vein, participants raising ethnic, religious, cultural
issues and the absence of separate reception and provisions linked to SOGIESC in asylum law that
trigger fear in reception and identification procedures confirm the studies of Shaw & Verghese in 2022,
Guler and their colleagues in 2019 and Hartvigsen in the same year, claiming that special procedural
laws for LGBTQIA+ persons are absent and creates a mess from the very beginning of asylum processes.
Finally, the deficiency of both general and asylum laws towards LGBTQIA+ in Greece, is mirrored by the
interpretations of vulnerability given that the sample demonstrated various claims, namely some
claimed that LGBTQIA+ should be recognized as vulnerable separately from belonging to a particular
social group, while SOGIESC should be given exclusive guarantees against discrimination without
relying on other reasons. On the other hand, others failed to address the term only to accounts of
SOGIESC and interpreted vulnerability linked to SOGIESC in addition to other reasons. These
participants failed also to detach vulnerability from special needs, taking into account the former and
neglecting the latter. This case confirms Pallister-Wilkins and their associates (2020) that the IPA is
inefficient and people cannot have uniform knowledge.

As far as the second research question is concerned, administration practices, attitudes and living
conditions linked to LGBTQIA+ asylees indeed breach their rights collectively confirming Manharts’
study (2020) and the report given by AIDA in 2022, while administrative practices in Greece as
supported by the participants are either characterized by superficial and fast processes to commute
the bulk of people arriving or prolonged detention of LGBTQIA+ persons’ in accounts of incredibility
within their claims. Also, regarding the question of the timespan needed for an asylum application of
an LGBTQIA+ asylee to be processed there was the consensus that there is no statistics on average
delays yet these delays remain long, some even reported delays up to several months or years (!)
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which affirm that asylum processes are intervened by unlawful administrative practices as seen in
AIDA’s report in 2017 and supported also by Theodoropoulou two years later. In addition, several
participants linked the unlawful administration practices not only to individual agencies and action but
an organized political agenda generated directly by the government, violating openly international and
EU laws that it has agreed to abide by. As supported by the studies of both Alpes and Kakosimou in
2017 that the Greek political agenda dominantly and freely further victimizes LGBTQIA+ asylees in
reception and administration processes, many participants reported that political agency acts
uncontrollably in articulating police and Hellenic Forces violence as a meter of handling the crisis, yet
that remains a blatant explanation. According cases cataloged in this study, police officers or
administration officers often are the main culprits behind rapes, beatings and/or any kind of violence
either being physical perpetrators or instigators. Except physical violence also mental is main within
administration while the sample centralized RICs as the core of violent incidents. Another parameter
linked to administration was the critical inquiry regarding interpreters within administration practices
and asylum stages. This issue raised a dual problematic. On the one hand participants claimed that
interpreters are few and often are dominated by religious and ethnic limitations that further block
administration practices and processes and on the other is their sex which might also be a hindrance.
This situation created further delays, while it is difficult to find a neutral interpreter in facilitating the
asylee as supported in this study.

All these may also relate to the previous studies of Karamanidou in 2021 and Ceccorulli and their
associates the same year, addressing that Greece remains unmonitored also confirmed by the
participants of this study. In addition, the aforementioned individual unlawful practices does not
deviate from state agency too, while people working within asylum are often inexperienced and
untrained. Theophilopoulos and their associates stress on the limited training offered to police officers
processing identification duties about LGBTQIA+ and SOGIESC. Linked to training and collective
knowledge on asylum, laws and gender is also the inquiry of what training professionals took
beforehand in associating with asylum, which proved that training under institutional agency is
limited to certain professionals while the rest credit their knowledge in their personal reading, ethics
and experiences. What comes as a result due to limited training is also the issue of the over-
westernizing mentality of LGBTQIA+ dos and don'ts regarding expression and identity claims that
make the case more difficult for applicants to prove their identity and confirms the studies of Shaw &
Verghese (2022), Giiler and their associates (2019) and Hartvigsen (2019). This is confirmed in this
study while the majority of the sample claimed that they often mis-treated a case yet they asked for a
re-examination, as far as the caseworkers are concerned, or had false beliefs regarding the
performance of a person, leading to risks regarding credibility again and by extent the decision of the
application relating to the studies of Bartzi (2021 and Avgeri (2021). In this vein, many have admitted
that they reconsidered LGBTQIA+ within their experiences. Nevertheless, most participants seemed to
adopt practices based on consciousness, empathy and a certain sensitivity when processing a case
opposed to the overarching bad attitudes adopted by the police or other professionals at initial asylum
stages. Nevertheless, there were some cases, especially caseworkers, who claimed that they remain
neutral and treat LGBTQIA+ asylees like they treat non-LGBTQIA+ asylees and rely only in the
documents they gather or receive.
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The third parameter regarding administration is the living conditions in RICs and camps, which remain
poor. Main problems regarding the establishments as articulated in this study are the mixed-housing
and mixed-bathroom techniques that according to the sample facilitate violence against LGBTQIA+
asylees and also shortages in food and water supplies that raise critical issues in human dignity and
right to life. Also, an asylee of SOGIESC experiences risky and awful situations within the camp with
several reported and unreported crimes being familiar to the police yet no action is taken. Affirming
the study of MacGregor in 2019 and Papatzani the year after, participants justified the false gender
claims of asylees in reception as natural yet risky enough, while privacy is absent and that means that
a person due to the absence of privacy claim their biological sex driven by fear yet they might be
caught in same-sex acts while using the same bathrooms (!).This situation remains unmonitored also,
according to participants claims, who, while not directly mentioning that there is zero monitoring
within camps as addressed by Thomas-Davis (2017) they claimed that monitoring is limited to a 2
times a year visit by a monitoring officer assigned by ngos or other collective services. Living within
camps and RICs is confirmed life-threatening by all parties who claim that they have been at least once
present at a violent scene, as far as the lawyers and social workers are concerned, while caseworkers
of both stages acknowledge too through interviews and documents that accommodation is
inappropriate. Except the mixed-housing practices, another reported problem in this study is the
accommodations’ structure that do not fit certain construction standards and remain unsanitized,
unsafe and dangerous enough for LGBTQIA+ asylees’ life. Overcrowding in hotspots, as reported by
some professionals is a direct issue and also limited access to services, i.e. health, legal aid, etc., while
camps remain in the outskirts further generate problems. Finally, regarding living experiences within
the pandemic, participants’ claims largely confirm Louka’s and their associates study (2022) and also
MacGregor (2022) that persons’ did not had access to health nor enjoyed proper treatment, a
situation

more difficult for those amid hormonal or mental treatment.

Stepping into the third research question, the inquiries that subtly aimed to measure in a parallel the
social performance and legal planning towards LGBTQIA+ asylees and if they prompt equality under
law proved that at least for a great part of professionals working with this group, apply popper tools.
Specifically, all participants claimed that working with professionals of another field in approaching a
case is a complete and efficient tool in assisting the applicant during their asylum journey. In addition,
they stressed that the organizations or services they associate, apply just methods in approaching a
case, like offering mental and legal aid, access to information and attention to individuality. Although,
this report again attests the inadequacy of the Greek state to answer to the LGBTQIA+ asylees’ special
needs, who rely on ngo, individual and movement action. Also, extreme interest on social
performance, demonstrate the reports of the power relations present within the Greek society,
normativity and chauvinism that is also confirmed by the studies of Mylonas (2018) and Sarris the
same year. Greece of 2023 remains in all directions-phobic, fascist and deeply pious as supported by
this study’s data and the most recent and ongoing events of downgrading black people, albanians,
Rom, LGBTQIA+ under the scope of their refugeeness, as supported by some participants, e.g the
cases of refugee transgender sexworkers in relation to the Greek, black women asylees, etc., and is
also related to Halkia (2007) and Zisakou (2021) among others. In this vein, equality, not to mention
democracy, cannot be a reality for LGBTQIA+ asylees and refugees in Greece, which remains attached
to structures set by dead people, in all that describes tradition.
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6. Conclusion

The present study was an indicative approach in proving if LGBTQIA+ asylees are protected in Greece
and to what extent the laws and practices offered to this group during 2020-2023 in relation to the
practices and experiences monitored the previous years, are efficient or insufficient. Simultaneously,
in negotiating law planning, administration practices and methods applied to migration and asylum in
the country the researcher attempted to measure also the social reality and mentality of the civil
society towards LGBTQIA+ asylees approaching the issue by a multitude of issues and notions, e.g.
racial issues, color, gender expression and performance, identity, etc. The main notions that this study
tried to introduce and interpret within the issue negotiated, were those of intersectional migration,
intersectional discrimination and intersectional vulnerability that characterize an-all inclusive agenda
of hindrances on why LGBTQIA+ asylees do not enjoy equal rights with LGBTQIA+ nationals in Greece,
which also mirrors why any group deviating the cis-gender, white, middle-class model is not equal in
practice although equal in law documents.

The results of this research supports the study of Theodoropoulou (2019) and the report published by
AIDA (2022), that despite Greece’s compliance to the regulations of CEAS in addressing dignity in
asylum, protection and obijectivity, illegally pushes asylees back to sea, applies illicit administrative
processes, e.g the fast-track border, prolonged administrative detention where LGBTQIA+ asylees are
given neither special treatment nor additive guarantees on accounts of their SOGIESC, but are
persecuted multifariously. Moreover, laws set to protect asylees of SOGIESC and lift any deficient laws
if the past, i.e. the IPA, deteriorated their situation by enhancing police control and by extent violence,
power relations within camps and revealed the organized political agenda aiming to erode and
eliminate migration. In addition, contemporaneity and intersectionality have proved to be the main
denominators in measuring the encroachment of rights against asylees of SOGIESC, supporting that in
the absence of laws, some individuals may be lucky enough to enjoy some rights while others are not.
On the other side, contemporaneity of legal directives may exclude certain individuals from law, i.e.
Greek law 4491/2017 gives the right for the legal recognition of gender identity to all individuals yet
asylees of SOGIESC may not carry official documents, e.g. birth certificates, and if they do it is
extremely difficult to prove their SOGIESC and become credible at the same time. Furthermore,
supporting Zisakou (2021) and Sakellariou (2017) claiming that LGBTQIA+ asylees are invisible to Greek
law yet visible to state violence emitting a tight attachment to systemic structures and/or prejudices
set on a priori assumptions of what is normal and what is not, this research vividly argues that legal,
administrative and individual agency are mobilized by power interests, neoliberalism and gender
conformity. In any case, the majority of the sample have admitted their influence by the absence of
laws and the Greek mentality in addressing LGBTQIA+ asylees but also admitted to have reconsidered
the term through their work. Participants’ narratives also gave away that administrative practices
counteract to the common laws of reception, violate persons’ freedom of speech, thought and
conscience, privacy where actors see an opportunity to dominate. In this vein, International and EU
laws towards LGBTQIA+ asylees may exist adequately in Greek legislation yet remain in scripts, while
none of the participants fully and explicitly described the Greek jurisprudence towards asylum for
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LGBTQIA+, which reveals that disinformation, deficient training, draft laws are a matter of political
planning and not an crisis omission any more.

Furthermore, the participants of this study pose as an indicative sample and by no means represent
the majority of the Greek society, raising though the issue of bipolar split among the civil society,
where the one side remains piously attached to despotism as the life raft of the ‘unholy refugees’ and
the other advocates theoretically and practically for democratic equality. Thus, related to the case of
the social actor of this research, none of the participants criminalized neither SOGIESC nor refugeeness
at any level, evidently deviating from systemic LGBTQIA+-phobic assumptions and claims except for
some dispassion in respect of some professionals who tried to remain impersonal due to the recording.
Hence, their answers are not considered arrant while their thoughts were communicated within
limited time and under camera and audio recording, which might have limited some claims to the
necessary. On the other hand, in some cases the anonymity and unfamiliarity between the researcher
and the interviewees raised further issues, interpretations and insights on LGBTQIA+ asylees situation
in Greece that may be negotiated further. In addition, the choice of addressing summon issues at four
different levels and/or stages of asylum application and support, generated multileveled credibility
while professionals relatively and inadvertently affirmed each other’s narratives. In final remarks, the
researcher by no means tried to oppose the participants’ ethics and beliefs nor attempted to make
indications of work ethics and values.

On the other hand, addressing relevant limitations, the utmost hindrance circled the quality of the
sample, i.e. the first intentions to interview LGBTQIA+ asylees failed while it is really hard to get in
touch with persons seeking asylum, not to mention persons claiming to be LGBTQIA+. In addition,
there have been attempts to communicate with LGBTQIA+ advocate agencies and bodies but only 1 in
4 emails received a positive response. Also, asylees of SOCIESC who initially agreed to participate, later
backed up explaining that their cases are still pending and do not want to risk their decision, although
the researcher reassured them for the confidentiality and anonymity of the data. Another great
limitation was that regarding lawyers, two of them were amid court call regarding asylum cases which
limited their time. In fact during an interview, a lawyer received a call from an acquaintance of their
client informing them that the latter had been arbitrarily adducted to the police and we had to end
the interview. Also, due to the exposure to audio recording the data cannot be considered inductively
factual as these refer to the narratives of the particular sample and may reflect a specific amplitude.
Finally, the timespan, contemporaneity and temporality of this research does not unanimously
represent asylum in Greece and further research is vital to this matter.
